To and From the Far West.

Tolu, Ky., June 3, 1907.

Kditou Kecokd Press: I, in

company with my cousin, J. A.
Wheeler, of Crayneville, left .Marion

on the midnight train May 17 for a

trip to the Far West. Going over

the Union Pacific railroad we

went via Kvansvillc to Chicago on

the I. C. Parsing over the beauti-

ful prairie state of Illlinois we saw

fields of corn and wheat and number-

less orchards. Entering the White
City by the lake we passed through
miles of houses towering skyward

ere we reached Union Depot by Lake
Michigan. Here we had a stay of

&ix hours, and I beheld in Lake
Michigan my first large body of
water dotted here and there by count-

less crafts. In a short stay of six
hours we saw sights and wonders
only a large city will furnish. The
most serious thing, however, and
which served us as a reminder, was
a robbery. A brother and sister
having inherited a sum of $1500
were waiting in the depot for a train
in order to return to their home when
the robbery occurred.

Land in the great city must be
scarce as while waiting we saw work
men laying concrete extending out
into Lake Michigan forcing the
foundation of a great city park.

.Leaving Lnicago at 4 p. in. we

began our Western journey on the
Union Pacific. Bearing Northward
we left the state of Illinois and en-

tered the great state of Wisconsin.
This state is very similar to Illinois,
it being a prairie We touched at
Madison, the capital, then at e.

Entering at St. Paul we

took a Southwestern course, crossing
.Northwestern Iowa we entered the
state of Nebraska at the city of
Omaha. Here was our first change
of cars out from Chicago. During
a stay of ten hours wo had an oppor-

tunity to see some of the sights of
this city. The city is very peculiar
being somewhat of a two story city.
On some of the main streets the
regular trains are on the ground
while the street cars and side walks
are above them, forming an elevated
road. We also saw the great John
Deer Plow Company manufactory
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and the Hock Island Plow Company,
whose utinsils I handle in my shop.
I also discovered in this city no
recognition of the Sabbath. Men

working on the street, business men

at their business and women at their
washing and that too on Sunday.

At 4 p. m. Sunday we left this
city and meandered Westward with

the Platte river throughout the state,
our next stop being at the capital of
Wyoming, Cheyenne. Here a stop
of four hours, but the time was spent
in sight seoing. We took a run
out to the state and the city park.
At the state house we saw an im-

posing monument representing the
soldiers in the Spanish-America- n

taking the oath. Cheyonnc is a

prairie city, but in the city park was
a forest of towering and well-ke- pt

cottonwood trees. The gate to this
park bearing the words 'Welcome

in." We saw a sight wc never
before beheld, seals. There were
two being caged and transfcrcd from
one car to another.

Utah is the state of the Mormon,
but we never stayed long enough to
have an offer of another wife one
being sufficient.

Continuing our journey wc saw
our first mountains when the Lara-

mie range loomed in sight. Cross-

ing these mountains and penetrating
prairie and threading deserts wastes
we left the state of Wyoming from
its Southwest corner and entered the
state of Utah, making our first stop
at Ogden. We stopped here but a
few minutes. But Utah is a beauti-

ful state, being a state of towering
snow capped mountains and undulat-
ing valleys. More beautiful orchards
I never saw. We gradually came
upon Great Salt Lake leaving the
city to the Southward. Wc cut the
lake in two as the railroad now has
a dirt road through this greatest of

Western lakes. This lake is' said to
be from three to eight feet deep and
thirty-si- x miles across. In crossing
this sheet of water we saw natural
salt formation along the shore and
in the center of the lake is an arti-
ficial island called Mid Lake Station
on which a lamily reside. Leaving
Great Salt Lake we entered the
Great American desert. As far as
the eye could ce were great stretches
of sandy deserts with a few basins ol
alkali here and there where now and
then could be seen bunches of sage
brush and other desert plants. This
continued until we came to the
mountains of Nevada. Along here
we saw our first fencing against the
snow against which was all embank-

ment of snow. This fence prevents
the snow from drifting onto the
railroad and stopping the train.
Soon we began to strike the mining
districts. One mine in Nevada wc
passed was said to have forty miles
of tunnel, one at a cost of $14,000,-00- 0

and a miner told mc that $19,-000,00- 0

were taken from this mine
and that they were still obtaining
the finest ores, gold, silver and cop
per.

The next city we came to was
Wmnemuca, our business destina
tion, and where wc stopped a day
and night.

For Chickens.

A moss of bran is always benofieial
to fowls. Bran contains more pbos-phato- s

and mineral mattor than
ground grain, and also assists in
regulating the bowels. This is true
especially when a quantity of liuscod
meal is givon with it, but in the
warm season a moss throe times a

week is sufficient. It may bo fed by

scalding it and feeding it in a trough
or by sprinkling it dry on a clean
board or over cooked ' potatoes and
turnips. No other grain should be
given if bran is allowod during the
summer season, ospocially if the
fowls have a large ratige. In fact,
no grain is nocossary at all during a

warm season, but should such food

be givon, let it be dry bran.
An excellent green food for young

chicki can easily be provided through
the expenditure of a few cents for
oats. A half bushel or oats should
be placed in a shallow box so that
the entire mass is two to four inches
deep This should be sprinkled with
water daily until the seeds have be-

come saturated when they will sprout
and continue to send up tendor green
shoots. Very young slock may be
fed the shoots only, while older
chicks can be given seed and all.
