Western Kentucky and Southern
Illinois Ditricts continue in the lead
as producers of fluorspar, with the
Central Tennessee and Colorado Dis-

tricts producing small amounts in
190G. While there was a larger
amount markoted in 1900 than in
190.'), the amount mined was less,
duo to a deficiency of production in
Southern Illinois, whoro the ship-

ments exceeded the production by
more than ."t,000 tons. The Kon-tuck- y

production and shipments both
fell bolow those for Illinois for the
first time since ls97, though Ken-

tucky still ranks first in the produc-

tion of ground fluorspar.
In Kentucky, five shafts not rog-ularl- y

producing heretofore, will bo

capable of supplying in 1907, moro

than the entire Kentucky production
in 190ti, while the old mines will be
capable ol turning out a larger amount
of fluorspar than ever before. It
may be seen therofore that it was
not due to lack cf fluorspar, but to
the regulation of the supply so as

not to exeood the domand aud furthor
that Kontuoky mines will be capable
if called upon to supply a larger de-

mand than at presont.
