tice ho said he knew of three babies
whoso lives could have been saved if
they bad bocn takon out for rides on

tho street cars.
The parents of theso babies did not

L havo automobiles or horses. They
! onulUn't nffnrd to hirn from rhn livnrr. . ..&,,...- - ....,

Blo. But the street cars were
fnning and six rides for a quarter

k.ta within thero means. But bo- -

cause 77 men wero standing out for

'five or six preferred runs not that
they wanted them so muoh for them-

selves, but because they didn't want

other employes of tho company to

have them the parents of theso

babies would not take them out rid-

ing. Theso three instances are from

the observation of one physioiau.
Thero may have boon many others.

The loss of these three babies.was
a pretty severe sacrifioe to sympathy
for mon who refused to return to
work because they could not oust five

or six crews of old omployes from

the five or six preferred runs they

had. Wasn't it?
Now, the dangerous period of tho

summer is yet to come the last half

of July and tho month of August.
How many more babies are to bo dac-rific-

to this boycott which oan nev-

er result iu anything. It can never

give theso men tho fivo or six prefer-

red runs. Change tho rosy checks
jf every cooing, dimpled baby in this
city to ' fhe deathly pallor and the

drawn and waatedtlook and nothing

would come of it. Why then keep

up this awful, useless sacrifice?

It is on the poor peoplo that the

boycott rests heavily not upon those
with automobiles, and horses and

buggies. And it is on tho women

and babies not the strong men. Is

the sacrifice worthwhile?
The strike, as a strike, is at an

end. All that remains is the boy-

cott. Any talk of "settling the

strike" is childish. As was said in

The Courier Wednesday:

Any further talk of "settling the

strike" should be put in its true light
as mischievous. No good or honest

purposo can be behind any such sug-

gestion. It can only be with the

object of offering false hopes or 0

fomenting trouble.
This issue is not now the atrikc,

but the boycott. That is all there is

left. And the boycott affects the
very people who can least stand it.
It has cut off for them their amuse-

ment parks, their places for getting
away from the summer heat, their
cheap and convenient method of gain-

ing fresh air and escapement from
dust and worry. It has imposed
burdens on workinc people who al- -

ready have onerous enough burden3.
The employer may drive home in the
cool breeze, but the little stenograph-

er and the olerk must trudge the hot

it will help his business.
The issue is not, now the strike,

for that is ended, but the boycott
which is causing infinite hardship
and cannot bv anv pnseihil'ty hav

any result.- - --Eva vsville Courier,
We say Amen to this.

Damage to Crops In Uunion Co.

Hon. Jno. W. Bluo returned Fri-

day evening from a two days visit to

his farm in Union County. Mr.
Blue found the damage to crops from
last weeks rain, greater than reported.
Along the lino of the eleven mile
Quirey ditoh the damage to tho
crops is estimated at from fifty to
seventy-fiv- e thousand dollar;, while
in all the creeks and branch bottoms
all over the county the damage is

great. Mr. Blue reports SO acres of

fine corn a total loss on his farm,
which is under the management of

our good friend Dave Woods.
At and near Henshaw the damage

was greater than at any other point,
Marsh Henshaw alone is reported to
have sustained a loss m excess of

$5,000,00.
