the military department:-

That he violated the constitu-
tion and laws in many instances
by sending the State Militia to
various counties without request
from the civil authorities; also
violated the constitution and laws
in refusing to place the militia
when ordered out, under the con-
trol of the civil authorities, and
in assuming command of them
as commander-in-chief; that a
large amount of money—about
$400,000.00—had been extrava-
