Pledges For 1910 Crtp Belore

One Year.

The District Board of the Stem-

ming District met at the office

of Chairman F. F. Brown, in
Madisonville, on Saturday, April
9, at 9 a. m.. Those present at
the meeting were Committemen
W. B. Rankin, Crittenden, I. N.
Baker, Webster, Hiram T.
Dean, Union and F. F. Brown
Hopkins county.

William Elliott, of Henderson,
general manager, was elected
chairman; James N. Banks,
Henderson, secretary.

The chairman stated the ob-

ject of the meeting was to con-

sider the manner and method of
pooling the 1910 crop of tobac-

co. He said the District Com-

ing should be talten or five
rears, but since that time certain
happenings in various counties
of the district prompted the
committee to meet and again
consider the matter.

the five-ye- ar plan during this
current, year of 1910.

"Mr. Baker, of Webster coun-

ty, said a big majority of his

constituents wanted the five-Te- ar

Plan, and yet he irow be

lieved more members there could

he signed up on the one-ye- ar

plan. He. however, recogonized

the fact that a uniform rule for
the pooling must apply to all

the counties and he would there-

fore offer no factions opposition

to the wishes of a majority of

the committee.
