f 25 per cent a year and the importance
of providing enough men to care for
them is manifest We have already
spent 03000000 in fortifying our
coast nnd unless men are provided to
look after these improvements they will
be almost worthless in a few years

I am heartily in favor of the Endi
cott plan which provides for a system
of fortifications at 27 ports requiring
667 heavy guns and 824 mortars of
modern construction Since the war
with Spain the country is deeply inter
ested in all matters pertaining to the
national defense nnd the people are
willing the public funds shXMild be ex ¬

4 pended in making the country safe from
attack There is a disposition on the
part of the members of congress to be
more liberal in this respect than they
were some years ago and congress can
be depended upon to do everything
that is required of this nature
