V¢ have a population nuw of nearly
seventy Hve millions, We have grown
fn wealih more rapldly than any
modern nation. Our population has
multiplied without precedent for the
past hundred years. But our wealth
bas ‘incréased much faster.  Yet,
strange o say, a8 wealth increases,
the proportionate number of those
who have coutrol of it decreases.

About 25,000 persons in this country
now own about one-half of the wealth.
That is, cne person owns $10,000 for
every 3,000 persons that owu 81 each;
or, one person owns:$300,000 for every
3,000 persons that own $100 each. Or,
to put this in another furmy-—about one
person in each seventy-tive owns twice
as much as all the-other seventy-five.
That is, one seventy-fifth of our people
own two-thirds of " all our’ wealth
Oune million citizens own twice as much
as the other seventy-five mlllions. The
force of this can be” more' fully seen
when we consider that, a geoeration
ago, or forty years ago, before the civil
war, there were notmor¢than ten per-
souns in this country that were million-
aires; now there are notless than ten
thousand who control or count as thier
own a million dollars or more each.
Most of them have from one to twenty
millions, but there are about twenty
p-rsons who own fifty millions or more
each. These colossal fortunes weré
macde very largely within the last gen.
eration, and inheritance had very little
to du with but few of them. 8o the
qrestion is, how were they amassed?
