Dr. J, A, Bréeding Dead.

Dr. James A. Breeding :died at his
home in this place Saturday at 12:30
o'clock p. m., after an illness of ome
week of pleuro-pueumwunia.

Two weeks ago last Friday Dr-
Breeding attended the burial of his
mother-in-law, Mrs. Sabina Tobin,
near Burksville, and it was while
superintending the burial arrange-
ments there that he contracted the
disease which caused his death. He
returoed from Buxksville Suaday night
a sick man, but continued to attend
W his duties at his office until the fol-
lowing Saturday when he was forced
10 tdke his bed. He was suffering
from an attack of pleurisy, and while
bis case was a severe one, his physician
as well as his family aod friends, were
Dot apprebensive of the result until
Friday at nooo, when pneumonia de-
veloped in bislefv lung and he was
Scized with a sinking spell from which
he never rallied.

Docror Breeding had practiced den-
ustry 1o Glasgow for more than a
quarter of a ceutury, and had built up
4 practice unexcelled in Keantucky.
I1is patrons were not confined to this
localivy, out came from all parts of the

State, and a good maoy from points
outside the State, and he was busy
from early worning until late at night.
Dr. Breediog nov only stood high ia
the esteemn of bis patross, but occupied
the front raok in his profession, and
was rated as one of the finest dentists
in Kentucky.

As a citizen Dr. Breeding was pub-
lic-spirited and enterprising and took
a lively interest in everythiong | per-
taining to the good of his town and
county; as a neighhor he was kind,
hospitable and friendly, as a Christian,
he was as pure a man as ever lived; ,no
man ever heard him utter a word that
wouid cause a woman to blush. 1t is
no -wonder that everybody was his
frieud, for in his big-hearted, kindly
nature he loved everybody and was
loved by them in return.
