The distinguished and useful citi
zensof our city and State are being
stricken dow n with fearful ra ¬

pidity Death is enamored of our
brightest landmarks and their luster
pales within the dark and cheerless
confines of the tomb The report yes ¬

terday morning tbatanotber pioneer
and estimable Kentuckian Coouet
George Alfred Caldwell was no more
occasioned the deepest sorrow through-

out the city and wherever in our
broad Commonwealth the sad tidings
shall be heard the people will grieve
for the loss of a gallant and brilliant
spirit Tbe circumstances of Colonel

CaMwella death were most melan
choly lie was found dead in his bed
by his old and faithful servant Isaac
at 7 oclock yesterday morning The
Colonel had retired earlier than was

his custom on account of feeling unu ¬

sually bad from an infirmity the rheu-

matism

Isaac went into his od masters room

to black his shoes fur the morrow ac-

time Colonel fcald well was awake and

breakfast he was cold in death He
had expired it is thought from a sud-

to which he had been a prey so long

Colonel Caldwell was born at Colum ¬

bia Adair county Ky in October
1814 and was consequently in the fifty

second year of his age That half
century life was made illustrious by

achievements in the military and civic
spheres of action to which he was call ¬

ed anti graced by a prepossessing social
genius The deceased graduated at
St Josephs College Bardstown Ky
in 1835 and as a Doctor of Law in the
lawschool at Lexington Ky class of
18367 Ills talents were rapid lu their
development and in their recognition
by the people He was elected a mem ¬

ber of the State Legislature tram his
native cuuuty in 1839 and again in
1840 Four years subsequently be was

put forward aslbe Democratic caudi
date fur Congress and was elected alt
er a canvassmemorable as one of the
most exciting and brilliant In the pol-

itics

of Kentucky Hon Joshua F
Bell was his defeated opponent When
war was declared against Mexico In
1846 Colonel Caldwell entered the ser¬

vice asa major in the quartermasters
department In the following year
1847 he received his commission as
first major in the Yoltigeur regiment
and was engaged in most or all the
principal battles in tha Valley of Mex

icoon General Scotts line In the
capture of the heightsof Chepultepec
Colonel Caldwell led the storming par ¬

ty his superior officer General Joseph
K Johnston having fallen badly woun-

ded

¬

in that storm of fireand blood For
his dauntless and glorious charge upon
these formidable works Colonel Cald ¬

well was brevetted Lieutenant Colo ¬

nel which rank he maintained until
the close of the war and his ret racy
from the army in 1848

In 1849 he was again elected to Con ¬

gress from the Fourth District by an
overwhelming majority At the en¬

suing election 1851 he declined the
Congressional race Early in 1853 be
emoved to Louisville to pursue the

profession of the law since when be
has eschewed politics altogether not ¬

withstanding the importunities of his
party admirers and friends

We have necessarily adverted to but
a few of the honorable events in the
public life of the deceased Fpm the
period of his legal graduation until he
breathed his last he was the cynosure
of all who knew him Whether in the
field or on ILcn strum or at the bar
helnsp red the appreciative confidence
and admiration of his fellowsoldiers
and fellowcountrymen And in the
dumestic and social circles he was re-

A CATTLE <FEEDING PLAN

A dispatch from Chicago says plans
that were taken into consideration
about a year ago have been developed

in tbe last few months to the profit
where some of the great packing es ¬

tablisbments in Chicago have begun
experiments on what may prove revo¬

lution of the cattle industry of the
country

The project involves the settlement
of several hundred thousand acres of

what Is at present nearly valueless
land In Northern and Northwestern
Florida and Southern Alabama the
cultivation ou a large scale of the cas¬

sava root and its use In feeding cattle
and bogs If the plan develops as it is

now in the minds of tbe leading pack¬

ers the Southern States will become

the center of the cattle raising Indus
try It is stated that arrangements
arc now being made for the accommo-

dation of a considerable number of cat-
tle to be shipped from the stock yards
there to Northern Florida to be fed on-

x
cassava root

The result of the fattening process

will be compared with similar work in
