Brown is-
sued 472 pardons, Gov. Bradlcy 428, and
Gov. Beckham 225. The books of the
wardens of the two prisons show that
there have been released from those
prisons the following number of conviets:
By Gov. Brown 362, by Goy. Bradley 349,
by Gov. Beckham 183. In cases of mure
der where the prisoner was serving a
life setnence in the prison, Gov. Brown
pardoned 45, Gov. Bradley 56, Gov, Beck-
ham 11. Gov. Brown also pardoned six
other life convicts, two of them for rape,
and four serving a life semtence for a
third conviction. Gov. Bradley and I is-
sued no pardong in such instances. Tay-
lor in his brief service issued pardons in
14 felony cases, including those whom he
thought to suspected of murdering
Gov. Goebel. If I should serve out the
next term of four years in addition to
what I have served in this term, I will
have been in office eight years lacking
nearly two months, and if I kee up the
same rate of pardons that I havé hereta-
fore followed, I 1l not have pardoned
in all that time of nearly eight years as
many caseg as each one of these two
predecessors did in his four years' term.
I have gone into these statlstics not to
criticise thewe two gentlemen, both of
them men of experience and distingulsh-
ed ability, but simp'y to show that I
have not abused this great power and
responsibility which has been placed in
my hands. I desire a full publication of
the records in these matters which will
verify the figures I have used. These
figures clearly show that I have not been
in the least reckless in the usg of the
pardoning power, and ghow t sogze ex=
tent how unjust haye been &e attacks
upon me about it. In the Raleigh case
about whlfh sq myeRh has heen sald, an

about whigh there has been so much
falsehood, the circuit judge, prosecuting
attorneys, the father of the girl whq
was killed, and a large numher of offj-
clals and good oitiaens strongly recoms
mended the pardopn. My enemies have
gone so far as to wilfully fabricate a
story, in order to reflect upon me, that
Raleigh fired upon this girl while she
was fieeing from him after he had im-
properly accosted her. There never was
a shadow of truth in this story, and a
baser falsehood was never uttered, The
father of the girl would never have ask-
ed for the pardon if such had been true.
The late J. B. Marcum wrote a strong
letter in the case asking for the pardon,
and stated that he did not belisve that
Raleigh had fired the shot which killed
the girl. His statement certainly re-
lleves the case of any political coloring:
I merely cite this as an illustration of
the. miserable character of the fight' oh
me. Like ‘mll governors, in some few
cases T may have been Imposed upon
and made mistakes, but I have never is-
ll‘?d a _pardon for a politcal purpose, or
where 1 did not consclentiously belleve it
to be right and just to do so. The ‘par-
doning power should be most carefully
used, and I have tried the best I could
to go use it, but a governor must have §
heart of stang to resist gll the pathetie
appeals ' frpm mothers, ves and chils
dfén for the release of a son, s husband,
or g father, It is an awful responsibile
ity and a trying ordeal that every gov-
ernor of Kentucky must undergo. In
most of the cases where I have issued
pardons, circuit judges, prosecuti at-
torneys, juries, other prominent officials
and clitizens have asked for the pardons.
My record in all these matters is open to
the inspection of every one, and there
has hardly been a day In the last few
months that some representative of my
enemies has not been in the office, where
every opportunity has been atforded him
for examination, and they have been un-
able to make any capital out of it, ex-
cept by misrepresentation and falsifica-
tion of the records. The republicans
have sought to make much political cap-
ital out of the recent troubles in Breath-
itt county, and with their usual blunder-
ing characterizations they have attempt-
ed to make it an Issue in the cam .
I "accept the challenge upon that, or
upon any other {ssue that may suit them,
They can have their cholce upon any one
or upon all, and we shall cheerfully meet

them upon any subject they may chooses
The only guestion upon which we maat
