FATTENING CATTLE.

It is necessary for a feeder to pro~
vide himself with a good substantial
baru, for it is best that cattle should
be sheltered from the different changes
in weather. Also by this means the
cattie receive purer feed and get the
benefit of all the feed tbat is placed
before them. By feeding on the out-
side there is a waste of food and
manure, but this method obviates
these wastes and greatly reduces the
feed bills. Tbe stock should be left
loose in the barnso that they can
leave it at any time for getting
water.

M is peremtory that stock drink
pure water. Itis best that theyob-
tain this water from a running stream
pear the bara.

The best feedis corn and clover
hay. It is also best for hogs that run
after cattle. Roughness, cattle must
and all kiods of hay and all
i kKiuds of straw or fodder will answer.
| Farwers ought to protect aud house
. all roughnoess in summer and fall.

When corn is ground it will finish
cattle guicker than when fed on ears,
but hogswill not get as much benefit
from it. My advise would be for
feediog ear corn and plenty of rough-
ness to cattle and result will prove to
best advantage, to feeders especially,

| where stock goes on grass in spring;

but when feeders intend to market
cattle out of t.he barn, then grouhd
corn and five pounds of cotton seed
meal daily %o each animalaod clover
hay will do the work, and finish a
beef from 100 to 120 days and the in-
crease'on a beef ough-to be l’rom 250
to 300 pounds.

-The old style of feeding is nearly
abolished and ought to be a thing of

‘the past, ana avy farmer feeding on

the old style will see ruinous results
before him. The main object in feed-
ing in the barn is the maoure, the
greatest fertilizer that can be fuund,
and which is required oo any farm the
same as stock require feed. A farmer
ought to feel ns_proud of a large quan-
tity of manure to haul on his place as
todrive a lot of fat stock off of it.—
Kenﬁlcky Farmer.
