PHEHISTCRIC ANIMALS.

! Rocks !n Which They Are Preserved

Denote Their Age.

Fosgil remains of prehistorie asimals
would not have bLeen preserved and
handed down to us through ull the ages
had these remains been exposed to the
air.

Fortupately for the scieutists of to-
day, when these animals perished the
rock which bLolds their remains was
merely soft mud or drifting sand. [t
encompassed the carcass of the animal,

. held it tight from air and water and
| durfng the intervening ages passed
through the wvarious processes until it

became solid rock.

Fome of these remains, even those
of the oldest animals, have heen dis-
covered guite close to the surface. This
is because the crust of the earth is
ke a paper wrapping, folding and
crumbling under the pressure of the
gases and fire of the interior, with the

. result that bere and there the crust has

been turned upside down, so that the

| lower strata of rock are on top.

And it is the particular stratum of
rock that reveals the approximate age
of the animal. Geologists, on examina-
tion, can tell the age of the rock, which
glves them the date at which the ani-

A number of the larger banking in- |
stitutions employ from one to half a |

dozen men whose sole duty is to ex-
amine every check that comes in
through the clearing house and vouch
for the genuineness of the signatures.

To the ordipary citizen it seems
nothing short of marvelous that a
signature clerk will
nize the slightest slteration in a sig-
nature, with thousands of checks pass-
ing through his hands each day, many
of them drawn by depositors who sign
but a few cherks in the.course of a
year, but an expert signature clerk
can carry in his mind accurate pho-
tographs of 5000 or more signatures
and rarely has to refer to the siznature
book. When not engaged with the in-
coming checks the =ignature expert
spends his time In familiarizing him-
self with the signatures of new cus-

tomers. There i8 no room for un-
certainty in his business, for if he
passes a bogus draft it wiil mean a
bad mark against him whon promo-
tions are in order, and to refuse pay-
ment on a gennine check neans a1 very
wrathful customer.

The signature clerk is also required

to see that no checks are post dated

and to look for checks on which pay-
ment has been stopped.
In proportion to the number of

checks paid by a large bank every
business day the smallness of the num-
ber of bad oues that slip through is
nothing short of marvelous.—Harper's
Weekly.
