Fiber Baid te Furnish Excdlient Ma-
terial for Uphoistery, Majtresses
and Other Purpo:

Brazoria, Tex.—0One of rapgdly grow-
ing industries of Texas aund JLouisiana
is gathering Spanish gray §moss and
commerclalizing the prod The
moss Is put through a g!nnl{g process
by which the fiber is extracted. It Is
then nsed for upholstering, inattresses
and other purpnses. There are & num-
ber of these moss factories scattered
through southeastern Texas‘and east-
ern Loulsiana. One of the largest of
these is ut Brazoria. 1

In Louisiana there are prolably half
a dozen large moss factnrie* with an
investment each of close to $100,000,
while there are a score or more
smaller plants located through the gulf
coast of Loulsiana and Texas, each
with $6,000 to $15,000 invested.

The ‘moss {8 a parasite that has
caused the destruction of many mll-
llons of dellars’ worth of trees, It
often hangs in thick strands seversl
feet long. Running through the moss
is a fine, strong and dark fiber which
has become commerclally known as
vegetable hair.

LONDON CHINATOWN DOOMED
Oriental Population Drops From

2,000 to 700 in Four Years, Says
London Paper.

London.—London’s Chinatgwn Is fast
disappearing. Four years ago 2,000
Chinese seamen were living within a
stone’s throw of the West Indla dock
gates, Now it Is doubtful whether
there are 700, says the Dally News.

During the war London's China-
town had its most prosperous days,
a number of British ships
were manned by Chinese crews. But
when the war ended the edict went
forth “British crews for British ships™
and as the Chinamen were pald off
they either went back to China or to
some other country where thelr labor
was in demand. Chinese traders in
Chinatown began to suffer and one
after another had to put up their
shutters.

Then suddenly there came a boom. A
beautiful sactress dled while attend-
ing an opium-smoking party, Stories
were printed about the thrills to be
experienced in Chinese oplum dens,
and public attention was focused on
4he sinister alleys and byways of
Chinatown, but gradually the novelty
wore off.
