INDErENDENCE, Ky., Feb. 10,—A. Nie
naber, cigar manufacturer, J. L. Ruh
saloonkeeper, Michael Messingselager,
tobacco  broker, H. B Huelefeld
cigur manufacturer, John Dorsel, re
tired distiller, Charles Avery, iron rol
ler, ¥. G Niemeyer, buteher
the seven Imprisoned councilmen
of Covington, were before Judge
Tarvin  Wednesdany at 10 o m,
in the hearing of the habens cor
pus writ issued by Judge Hodge at
Newport Tuesday.

An effort to swear Judge Tarvin ofl
the beueh in the case on the ground
that he was an interested party failed.
The judge said his only interest swas
to prevent certain persons from acting
s ‘nnarchists,™

Then there were legal tilts on the
writ. Attorney Fiske cited legnl au-
thorities. Theodore Hallam retorted
to the judge, who spoke of his pres
cnee: “You are offering me an insult

' and I ean not respond.”

The judge refused to release the men
on Judge Hodge's writ and said he
would allow the prisoners to make a

new appeal in habeas corpus before |
