nnd encamped on the hill guarding the

tananio, has been engaged in beating
oil a bush attack by Spanish guerillas
and regulars since 3 o'clock Saturday
nftcrnoon. The fighting wns almost
continuous for Hi hours until 0 o'clock
Sunday morning, when reinforcements
were landed from the Marblehcad.

shot in the head. The large cavities
mused by the bullets, which inside a
range 6f fiOO yards have a'rotary mo-

tion, indicato that the victims were
killed at close range.

Tlie bodies were stripped of shoes,
Jiats and cartridge belts, and horribly
mutilated with machetes.

When they were brought in the
whole battalion formed three sides of
u hollow square about the camp on tlie
hill top. Itclow in the bay were tlie
war ships at anchor. Inland from the
hill camp is a deep ravine and beyond
this are high hills. The adjacent coun-

try is heavy with a thicket grow th.
The sky was blanketed with .clouds,
and when the snn set a gale was blow-

ing seaward. Night fell, thick and im-

penetrable.
The Spanisli squads coricoaled in tlie

chapparcl cover hmftlic advantage, the
Americans on tlie ridge furnishing fine
targets against the sky and the white
tents. The Spaniards fought .from
cover till niidnlght, discoverable only
by flashes at which the marines fired
volleys. The repeaters sounded like
crackers In a bnrrtil.

The Marblehead launch, a Colt ran- -,

chine gun in her bow, pushed up the
bay enfiladlug the Spaniards, and it ls

thought that somo were killed. Thc(
marines trailed much blood tq thp wa-

ter's edge and there lost it. Sharks are
numerous In the vicinity.

Tlie ships throw their searoh lights
ashore, the powerful cfcStVic eyes
sweeping the deep tropic foliage" 'and
disclosing occasionally skulking1' par-

ties of Spaniards. It nil resembled a
transformation sceno at t.hotharborv

Each discovery of the cnemyt,w,i(st,
greeted by the cracks of carbine-tir- e

along the edge of the camp ridge or by
the long roll of the launch's machine
guus, searching the thickets with a
leaden stream. '

Shortly after midnight caino the
main attack. The Span, lards, mod a
gauant cnargo up tlie 60utliw est slope;
but were met by repeated volleys from
.the main body nnd broke before they
were one-thir- d of tlie way up the hill;
but they came so close, that at points
there wns almost n hand to hand strug-
gle. The officers used, their re-

volvers. Three Spaniards got through
the open formation to the edge
of the camp. Col, ."ose Camptun,
the Cuban guide, discharged his revol

ver, and .they, turning and finding
themselves without support, ran hotter
skelter down the reverse sldo of the
hill. It was during tills assault that
Assistant Surgeon Glbbs was killed.
He wns shot in the head in front of his
own tent, the farthest point of attack.
Ho fell into the arms of Private
Sullivan and both dropped. A sec-

ond bullet threw dust in their
faces. Surgeon Oibbs lived ten min-

utes, but did not regain consciousness.
The surgeons of the hospital corps

then removed their quarters to the
trenches about the old Spanish stock-
ade north of the camp. The attacks
were continued at intervals through-
out the rest of tlie night, with firing
from small squads iu various direc-
tions.

Tow aid morning the fire slackened.
Dawn is tlie favorite time for attack,
nnd, ns the cast paled, the marines
lying on their guns were aroused.
Some were actually asleep, as they hud
no rest for 4S hours and tired natnre
could no longer stand the strain. But
no attack came.

Three new field guns,
which could not be used during the
night for fear of hitting our'own men,
shelled several squads of Spaniards
after daylight. They dove into tlie
bushes like prairie dogs into burrows
as the shells broke over them in the
gray dawn. As the correspond-
ent talked with Ma )? Cockrcll, who
was in charge of the out-
posts, word-cam- e of tlie finding of the
body of Sergt. Smith. He was 're-
ported, as having been killed nt five
o'clock on the previous dny, but It ap-

pears that he had been sect alive nt
ten o'clock In the evening. 'When and
how lie was killed nono knows at
this writing. Neither had tlie men
been mustered nor had the outposts of
Lieut. Xevllto nnd hay been, relieved.

d steadiness of officers and men, es-

The new campaign uniforms prove

Despite tlie loss of the men, which is
keenly regretted, the marines rejoice
that they have been engaged in their
first fight on Cuban soil. They sailed
f i oin New York the day war was de-

clared and expected to land within' n
week at Havana. Sineelfthpn. until
landed on the shore of Gua'utanamo
bay, they had been coopell-u- p on the
Panther and they had begun to fear
that the troops would beat them after!
all.

In controlling the outer harbor of
Guahtnnamo, where Lieut.-Co- l. Hunt-

ington's battalion of marines landed
on Friday, Rr. Adm. Sampson secures
possession of the Cuban terminus of
tlie Trench cable to Hayti. The ap-

An expedition ot three steam
launches, officered by Lieut. Norman,
Hnsign I.ustl, son of Mr. James D.

Hustls, foimer Un. ted States ambassa
dor to Prance, and Cadet G. Van Or-de- n,

under the general command of
Lieut Anderson, of Hhe cruiser Mar
blehcad, Saturday night, dragged for
mines, but found none. Lieut. Ander
son, who distinguished himself nt
Cicnfeugos, pulled a dingy within 50

yards of the fort without being discov
ered. He found the fort to consist of
masonry, with three guns mounted
seaward.

Judging from the panic in which tho
Snaninrds fled from the village at
Fisherman's Point, they will scatter
nt the first approach. They left at
Fisherman's Point three antiquated
Howitzers, several cases of ammuni-
tion, shell and canister, some' Mauser
rifles and n regimental flag of the

Del Principe No. S. ,
Every precaution has bfren taken to

guard the men .from disease. All huts
in the locality have been razed, large
casks pf Spanisli wine have been
smashed, two wells have been boarded
up and all the drinking water used is
'supplied from the fleet. Tlie marines
nre well equipped for the enmpaign.
The camp will probably be named
Camp McCalla, after the commando r.
of the Marblchead, who is Indefatiga-
ble and has not removed his clothing
since the bombardment.

Sunddy morning the British steam-
er Newfoundland, of Montreal, .with a
general cargo from Halifax,' Steamed
into the harbor. Her commander was
greatly surprised at the presence of
the Americans, but he retained enough
composure to dip his flag three
times aud then started to put about.
A shot across the bows from th,c Mar-
blehcad stopped him und the vessel
was boarded, her papers show ing that
she was b'ondd for Jamaica. The cap-
tain explained that he had put in to
sec if he could get a return cargo of
sugar. He was informed that ho
could not and was then allowed to
proceed.

Tart of
spiro of St. Paul's Episcopal church
was burned. Two flrsmen were badly
burned and 'three werc.Jnjured by fall1
lng walls. , '

Several incipient bluzes started in-- .

the ayneJollnty'banl: building and
other otlice structures in tlie vicinity
and numerous, awnings' and other In- -

flamablc materials were consumed.
Several little flfes caught in the

Union Trust .building, which
was directly to leeward of tho
burning power building but fur
ther serious spread of flames was check
ed. An old two-stor-y wooden struc
ture west of the Caso bu't4ding was
crushed by a portion of the tottering"
wall falling upon it. The front walls
of the Case building leane.d-outw.ir- d

menacingly aud finally fell Jn tho
stteet, portions at a time. Nothing of
Jhc Case building was saved.

The case building was valued at SUO,- -

000. It was insured for 800,000. The
contents are roughly estimated ut
$100,000, but may reach above that
amount. . , .
