Harrodsburg Kyoscar Lewis a
farmer was drowned and Miller
Burch his neighbor had a thrilling
experience while going home from this
place The men were in a twohorse
wagon and attempted to ford Three
uick Creek which was swollen by an
ailday rain They drove Into the wa-
ver and before they realized it the
aorses were washed off their feet and
the wagon upset Lewis was caught
ander the wagon bed and together
with the struggling team was rushed
downstream They were found by a
searching party a half mile below the
ford Lewis and the horse were dead
but the mule had managed to keep hit
tread above water although nearly
lead He was cut loose from the har ¬

ness and rescued by Frank Votuw
who swam out in the stream with a
knife in his teeth When the wagon
upset Burch who did not know how
to swim was swept out on the cur¬

rent but managed to grab a small
limb The supple limb bent and curved
with the weight of his body and as
the raging water rushed by he was
plunged up and down In the flood bul
Ihough almost fainting he kept his
old He called for help with all the
breath that was left in him but It
was three hours before aid reached
him Neighbors finally came to the
cene and Charles Shelton volunteered
to go to the rescue Burch was almost
frozen from being in the water so
many hours and his hands were so
stjrf from his desperate clutch on the
limb that his fingers had to be pried
open by his rescuer

Cut a Special Policeman Was Fatally
Shot and An Alderman Injured-

in the Ensuing Riot

Mobile Ala Oct 3Roy Hoyle a
special officer of the Mobile Ohio
railroad and one of the most widely
known and bestliked men in this vi¬

cinity was fatally shot and Alder ¬

man Sidney Lyons chairman of the
city council of Mobile was slightly
wounded in the head during a fight at
the county jail between deputy sheriffs
and a crowd of men determined to
capture Dick Robinson a young negro

I The mob is still hunting the negro
and will lynch him if captured He is
only 17 years of age and was said toI be wearing his first long trousers Hedaughter ¬

about three miles from here The girl
was passing a secluded spot not far
from her home when the assault took
place Later she was found lying in
conscious by the roadside and was ta-

I

ken to her home
Detectives were placed on the track

of the negro and within three hours he
was captured When found he han
substituted his short pants for thedayHegirl who at once identified him Dep ¬

uty Sheriff Patch knowing that the
life of the negro would be taken by a
mob if he brought him into the city
caused him to be conveyed to a station
several miles up the Mobile Ohio
railroad He was not taken to the jail
at all and was at least eight mile
from the city vhen the mob bent on
lynching him approached the building

Epidemic of Assaults
There have been several assaults

upon white women within the last few
weeks and the news of this latest out
rage caused intense wrath and excIte-
ment

Sheriff Powers met the leaders of
the mob and informed them that the
man they were seeking was not in th
jail and had never been brought there
He offered to let anybody whom hejailtostatement About 40 men walked
through the corridors some of them
returning and assured the members of
the mob that the man was not there

While several men Including Hoyle
and Lyons were still in the jail a por-
tion of the crowd led by a tall raw
boned man whose name is not known
seized a telephone pole and dashed it
against the closed part ola double
door onehalf of which was open The
door fell with a crash and almost in-

stantly

a shot came from arevolver intIwIcommenced a fusillade and about a
dozen revolver snots were fired and
then came several shots from a rifle
held in the hands of a man who lev-

eled it above his head and worked it
vigorously while holding it in that po ¬

sitionNot
more than a dozen men took

part in the firing and as the shot rant
out there was a stampede on the part
of the crowd The mob was widely
scattered and in a few seconds Alder ¬

man Lyons who had been on the in ¬

side of the jail came out and holding
up his hands from which the blood was
streaming announced that he had been
shot and that Roy Hoyle had received
a bullet through the left lung

Roy Hoyle the special policeman
who was shot during an assault of the
mob on the jail in search of a negro
fiend is dead The mob failed to find
the negro

PRESIDENT ROOSEVELT

Declares Design To Annex the Cuban
Island Is Far From Him

Washington Oct 3 President
Roosevelt discussed freely with his
cabinet and with individual callers
among whom were Senators Knox and
Foraker the present situation in Cuba
He said that the action taken was des ¬

tined solely for the benefit of the peo-

ple

of the island with a view to the
complete restoration of order there
and the protection of all interests He
declared that he had no such motive
in view as the possible annexation of
the government of the island by the
United States What he wanted now
was that the Cubans should be given
another chance at selfgovernment

arise no extra session of congress will
be called to deal with the Cuban sit-
