Wilhelmina's Coronation.
Louiivllle Dispatch.

Amsterdam, Sept. 6. The events of
yesterday were but the overture for
far more important ceremonies today
upon the occasion of the long awaited
enthroning of Queen Wilhelmlna,
who came of age on August 31. The
day began with a salute of 101 guns,
and a majestic chorale performed by
trumpeters from the crenellated tow-

ers of five great churches of Amster-
dam.

Crowds of people assembled early
in the morning and took up positions
from which to view the royal proces-
sion to the Kieukirk, an edifice
thnt, in spite of Its name, is 400 years
old. By 10 o'clock the Datnplntx pre-sent- ed

a magnificent spectacle. The
center was cleared and the sides
were densely thronged, the front
places being reserved for the children
of the orphanages. The multitudes
were kept back by lines of troops of
all arms.

From the principal gate of the pal
ace to the church, between lines of
naval cadets, waa stretched a gay
awning decorated with streamers,
and velvet carpeting was laid over
the short distance which the Queen
had to traverse.

At 10 :35 the princely families of the
Saxe Weimar and Wied drove to the
church, escorted by cavalry, with
bands playing, drums beating, and
the troops presenting arms.

Almost immediately afterward the
Queen mother appeared in a state
coach which was surmounted by a
gilt royal crown upon a crimson
cushion. She received an ovation
and was greeted with endless cheer
ing and cries of "Long Live the
Queen Mother."

About ten minutes later the beat
ing of drums and the blare of trump,
eta signalled the fact that Queen
Wilhelmina had appeared.

At that very moment the sun
burst from the clouds in brilliancy,
which was looked upon aa being a
happy augury for the young sover-
eign.

The procession was headed by the
Kings of Arms, with tha heralds in
the gorgeous antique costumes and
bearing long trumpets adorned with
pendant flags. But all the splendor
of the royal retinue was overlooked
by the vaat crowds of people, whose
eyes were turned upon the central
figure of this imposing function the
young queen on foot amidst the peo
dIo. decked with all the emblems of
royalty. At her head was a diadem
of diamonds, crown shaped. Her
robe was of white fcilk, with long

train, under a mantle of rich red vel
vet, on which the lions of Nassau
were displayed in gold embroidery.
The mantle was bordered with er-

mine.
The sword of state Waft curried be-

fore the young queen by a (leneral.
Her Majesty curried herself with

grace and fortitude, but her blanched
cheeks were evidence of the profound
emotion Inspired by the greatness of
the occasion.

The jewels worn by the young
Queen were part of those stolen in
ItrtiHsels on September 9, lK2tf. Some
of them were recovered by the (oliee
of New York, a year later, through
information which a Frenchman
named Hotininge gave to the Dutch
minister at Washington.

It Is inipos il)le to adequately de--
scribo the acclaiiiutiona which greet-
ed the Queen. The roars of royal
cheers grew louder and more sua.
tained as Her Majesty proceeded to
the church, which, in the meanwhile,
had been filled with brilliantly robed
ladies and uniformed civil and mil-
itary authorities, naval officers and
members of the diplomatic corps.
The interior of the church disclosed
a magnificent wealth of drapery,
banners, palms and flowers. In front
of the chancel was the throne of gor-
geous crimson and gold velvet, with
the crowning orbs, sceptre and
sword occupying stools.

On the right of the throne were the
members of the royal families, and
on the left were the Indian Princes
from the Dutch possessions.

No Queen ever had it manifested
more clearly that she held firmly first
place in the hearts of her country-
men than the young woman Who to-

day took up the affairs of state.
On every side, as the pageant

moved toward the church, and later
rom that edifice, were cheering
hrongs whose hosannas to their

new ruler proved their fidelity and
feelings of loyalty.

As the procession of the Queen
mother entered the church the as-
sembly rose and remained standing.
The Queen mother wore a low necked
dress of light mauve color, trimmed
with lace and covered with pearls.
On her head was a splendid tiara and
on her breast were displayed the

of the Dutch orders. The maids
of honor and the ladies in waiting
were dressed in beautiful costumes,
blazing with ('iainomls.

They followed the Queen mother,
who took up a position on the left of
the throne, but who remained stand-
ing until the arrival of her daughter,
the sovereign. Suddenly the King
of Arms from the portal of the church
heralded the arrival of Queen Wil-

helmina, who entered the buildiug
escorted by a train of Generals, each
bearing an emblazoned banner.
The choir, which included the great-

est artists of Holland, sang "Wil- -
hpfertfs" Vr- - Jiassauwe." The Queen,
looking very well in her robes of
state, bowed from side to side, as she
passed on to the throne, and reach
ing it, she turned and again bowed
and took her seat. A moment later
Her Majesty arose and, in a clear
and perfectly calm voice, delivered
the speech accepting the throne.

The first public utterance of the
Queen to her people was listened to

ith profound emotion. Her enun
ciation was so perfect that her clear
voice penetrated to the farthest re-

cesses of the church.
After the address, the Queen sat

for a few moments, and then again
rose and recited, in the same clear
tones, the usual oath to uphold the
constitution, defend the independ-
ence of the country, protect the lib
erty of her subjects, using therefore
all legal means "as a good king
should."
