By request of some friends
will write another article on tobac-
co culture. Sowing the seed of
tobacco i- - one of tbe particular
points. A plat of ground, the
richer naturally tbe better, that
slopes to tbe south bo: t for a
bed. 1 he ground rbould be thor-
oughly burned over. Old rail,
logs, brush, in fact any rubbish, i

suitable material. The bed should
be about nine feet wide and as long;
as one would wish. After it is
burned over, while yet . warm, all
trash should be raked off and the
ground spaded up to the depth of
six inches, mixing tbe ashes in
among the soil. Tbe rake should
be used extensively. The bed should
be boxed in with inch boards, said
boards to be six inches above the
level of the ground. Wben situated
stobs should be driven to bold the
boards In place about four feet
apart, and tbe top of tbe steb
should be two inches or more above
the board. This work should be
done as early after tbe first day o;
February as the ground vilLaAit
of work. While tbe bed is stifk
warm (not hot) tbe seed (about a
teaspoonful) should be mixed into
about a quart of ashes, the more lti
is mixed the better, and then sown
evenly over about 100 square feet
of ground. A canvas composed of
cbeap domestic should be so made- - v
as to cover the entire bed. Small
hoops set in the bed at intervals
help bold the canvas np and the
edges of the canvas should be tied
to tbe stobs holding the boards. It
requires experience and good
judgment to successfully canvas a
bed. Its action is two-fol- d: it
forces the plants and prevents the
depredations of insects. Early sow-

ing can be too much forced, and
frost without tbe canvas is injuri
ous. We believe tbe majority or
readers will agree with us on this)
subject, while we may find aa old
prejudiced sore-bea- d or two that
will disagree. But remember we
are not writing to please everybody.
