SCOOESTIOB TO KaiTTSKS. A good
many women in tbe country earn a
tittle pin money by knitting woolen
eocks for aala during the long win-t- er

eveninga or at other leisure
times. . This suggestion it made to
them in the belief that if acted on
it will make their product more in
demand and also bring a better
price. For reasons of health and
comfort everybody ahould be cloth
ed in toft woolen underwear from
bead to feet in winter. There is
no other clothing that affords auch
protection to the body from audden
changes of temperature. In tact,
some eminent authorities advise
the use of woolen clothing at all
seasons, it being equally a protec
tion against extreme beat and ex-

treme cold from its property of be-

ing a or of heat. Light,
soft woolen summer underwear is
coming more into use all the time.
