Mny6thHJOOEditor
here have been volumes written
the newspapers and magazines

concerning our new possessions in
tho Orient and so far there have
been only two subjects considered

that is the island of Luzon andI
ts people It is but natural that

Luzon should be of moro interest
o us than any of the other islands

for it has boon the theater of our
war with the Filipinos as well as
the Spaniards It has cost us dear
in blood and treasure and is the
largest and most progressive islandlargestity

of all the trade of this groupbnYIinThe next heel island to Luzon is
Mindanao It lies to the south of
Luzon about GOO miles and is about
500 mJles north of the Equator ItI
has an area of 16595 square miles
Mil has papjilatVin of G11OOQ

manybays
is drained by numerous and beau ¬

iful rivers This island is very
ich in natural resources There

isflumberinx in her mountains Un-

told wealth in minerals und her
hilltop are crowned with the most
valuable timbers her mutiny valleys

nd plains with a virgin soil teem
nti with wild grass and flowers
otted here and there with beauti ¬

ul groves ot cocoanuts and banan ¬

is Zamboanza in the capital and
the largest city on the island
There are four races of people on
thisialondTbey are different
Cram each other in manners and
customs and speak different lan ¬

guages The Filipinos of Manda
nao are not like the Filipinos of
Luzon They wont have anything
o do with them and are loyal to

the Americans They are more
progressive and industrious than
he natives of Luzon They have
i disposition to got along in peace
and by honest toil Their houses
are built of bamboo and are placed
upon posts about eight feet from
he ground for protection from the

rainyseason There are about
200000 of them and they are all
Catholics

There is another class hero called
Morros They are very much like
tho Indians of America and are
just as treacherous They are in
tho majority There are about
400000 of them they are nil Mo
iiammednns and are divided into
tribes Each tribe has its chief or
datto as theyare called hero His
word is their law They have no
fixed homes but roam about where
over their ignorant fancies lead
them They are very fond of boats
and most always travel that way
They are all hostile tQward one an-

other
¬

and are very bitter against
the Filipinos When they fight
one another it is a duel to doth
They generally fight with their
bolos which are something like a
large knife Somo of them have
spears The Datto hero at this
place has the strongest force and
a good many of them have guns
His name is Piang Ho is a great
friend to tho Americans but the
rest of the tribesare hostile toward
us They live in the mountains
Two companies of the 31st hind a
battle with them killed 40 of them
and two dattos We had two men
wounded They mpde a raid on
the Morros down on the river and
stole everything they had and took
all the women and children for
slaves So when the soldiers were
sent up there and demanded the
property they answered by firing
on the soldiers but they were soon
taught a lesson We are expecting
more trouble with them

A Filipino had a fight with one
of the Morros and ho out the Morro
all to pieces with a bolo So Datto
Piang sent three of his mon to
catch the Filipino In a day or
so they came back carrying the
Filipinos head They do not bury
any one whoa they kill them it u
a very common thing to see their
dand bodies floating down the river

We are in camp on the hanks of
the Rio Grande river and the Mor¬

ros are very thickly settled on its
banks To the south of us lives
another class of Morros who are
called Christians They have re-

nounced
¬

Mohammedanism and the
rest of the Morros dont like them
for they think ho who is not a
Mohammedan is their enemy they
would not allow them to raise any-
thing

¬

if they did they wouldrob
them so they were rill starving to
death when we came here We
send patrols all out through thbir
country to protect them from thoI
other tribes

When two Morros belonging to
the same tribe have a fight and one
is killed the other one runs amok
that is he starts off in a run and
kills everybody In reach of him
friend or foe and he continues un ¬

til he is killed
They have a big time when one

of them gets married we dont get
any sleep here for about n week
they beat tomtoms and native
drums making the most frightful
noiso I ever hoard They can have as
many wives as they can pay for they
have to pay the Datto for thorn
Each Datto has slaves For cer
tain crimes they are put in slavery
and remain so until they die If
they run off their masters never
stop till they capture them and
when thoy catch them they cut their
heads off They have no prido in
their dressing and they can live on
little or nothing Fishing is their
principle occupation There is
plentyof game here Deer arc
plentiful and wild hogs also

The money they use here is Span
jehand Mexican Their dollars
have one half the value of our mono
ey and when they give us change
they always give us their money
nnd keep our moneyall of the
business is dono by Chinesb Here
at Cottobatto all of tho merchants
are Chinese This is a very rich
countryaround Cottobatto It is
about six miles from the coast and
on the banks of the Rio Grande
Only small octika steamers can gt
up to this place In the valleys
along the river ara fine fields of
rice and many sugar plantationsfqfrulUp
the world with hemp There is
plenty of gold here They are now
working a mine about ten miles
above here

After they get a ctvll gofern
inent here and get business started
up this will bo a great country In
all parts of the Islands where the
natives have submitted to American
rule they nre enjoying a prosperity
they never had before They are
pleased with the Americans and
are finding out they have been de¬

ceived as to our intentions and it
is a sure thing they could never
successfully establish self govern-
ment

¬

for those who are contending
for self government represent but a
Bniitll part of the people on these
islands They are of the lowest
grade A government made by
them would be rejected by the
others and to turn these islands
over to these people would be H

national crime It should not be
considered for a moment but we
should give to thorn as liberal a
government as will be consistent
with the peace and welfare of the
islands It will not only bean ad-

us The natural resources of these
islands will soon send back to our
