If you haven't laid that
by year by wyear out of the horse's
aarnings, you've got to borrow it to
by a new horse, and you may not
find it axsy to do s if you haven't re-
paid tihe original loan. That's what
happeas to muniecipal plants that doa't
provice an adequate depreciation fund.

ownership is a general owner:zhip, and
a general ownership results too easily
in its being no special husincss of any
citizen or taxpayer to look into or in-
quire after the conduct of thé proper-
ties under control. This leaves the
management to a few, who soon find
that they have ouly themselves to ae-
count to, that people are too busy to
demand accountings and taxpayers
accept any kind of report. jut
s0 there Is the appearance of all being
right and hght, water, seweragz, ete.,
are given.

It is this indifference and neglect oit
fhe part of taxpayers to fake note of
municipal affairs which make muie-
Ipal ownership of public utilities a
bhazardous and expensive maiter. The
