The Fiscal court has directed me
to proceed along thisline and
see that all fences are moved
back out of the county roads,
and I now serve notice on you to
that effect that in repairing your
fences along public county roads
this spring and by May 15th you
had better give usour 80 feet,
If not the overseer with his
hands will remove it for you. Do
not wait to see if your neighbor
puts his fence back but all of
you do it as good citizens. Don’t
be stubborn and wait for the
strong arm of the law to make
you do, but all neighbors go hand
in hand, begin early in the
spring and make a good high
broad 80 feet road with a good
ditch on either side clean through
your neighborhood and your
humble servant will do any and
every thing in his power to as-
sist you in your good work, and
