He has to
sell his surplus product in Lon-
don and the on price fixes
the price of whgat and cotton,
The farmer sells fn an open mar-.
ket and buys in & protected mar-
ket, He sends a bale of cottton
to London and gets #75 for it,
but he is not mitted to buy
clothing or farm supplies and
bring them in free. He must ei-
ther pay a duty at the custum
house of at least one-third or he
must bring his money home and
pay that much higher for the do-
mestic produce.

Those are thé fundamental
facts in so faras the tariff affects
the farmer, therefore, should
stand for every reasonable com-
mercial arrangement that enlar-
ges his freedom of purchase.

An effort 18 being made to ar-
ray the Northwestern farmer a-
gainst & very mild treaty with
Canada called a reciprocity trea-
ty, under which eertain products
are put on the free list.

The woolen manufacturers are
working vigorously against this
reciprocity treaty. It does not
affect them somuch, and it does
not affect anybody to any great
extent, but the woolen manufae-
turers believe that any conces-
sion to the demand for a free
trade would prove an altimate
injury to the woolen schedule.

Now the woolen schedule is
the most oppressive imaginable.
It directly affects every person
who buys clothing. It ira tax
upon every piece of cloth that
you buy that has any wool in it
at all, and you pay a tax.
