limit his effectiveness. There apart
from sermonizing, a thousand cares
and crosses which ho must help others
bear, and ho will bo tho stronger for
bis work if, beside the ttrongth of tho
Lord given him, ho cau rest assured
of the sympathy and of
his friends.

Why Worry?

Ho that taketb his own cares upon
himself loads himself in rain with an
uneasy burden. Tho fear of what
may come, expectation of what will
come, desire of what will net come,
and inability of redressing all these
must needs breed him continual tor-mo- nt.
