The merchants are often deceived
and frequently swindled.

In this dilemma some Siamese mer-
chants called to their help some one
who was always thought not so smart
as & man—a monkey. And these
“large apes of Siam” proved such a
success at their new avocation that the
custom of employing them for the

urpose of detecting bad money has

| become universal. The ape cashier
"of Siam holds his situation without a
rival.
