fc ,5, To (he Election Officers, Candidates
Voters 0 Montgomery County:

rand candidates and a number of
officers have requested me to

define the qualifications of a voter in
next Saturday's State Primary, and
in the hope that I may be able to ren-

der a public service by so doing, I
will say that there are three recog-

nized political parties Democratic,
Republican and Progressive, and
since we have no Progressive ticket
in Montgomery county none other
than Democrats and Republicans can
participate in the State Primary.

Section 19 of theraw provides as
follows:

"In addition to the special qualifi-

cations hereinafter prescribed, the
sarne qualifications of electors shall

. apply-i- n primary elections held under
this act, as are now required in regu-

lar elections. Said qualifications
shall be determined as of the date of
the primary, without regard to the
qualifications or disqualifications as

they may exist at the succeeding
regular election. In precincts where
registration is required, no elector,
except those entitled to be specially
registered as hertinafter provided,
shall be entitled to vote in any pri-

mary unless he is registered in (he
registration book of said precinct-fo- r

the preceding year, as affiliating
with the party whose ballot he
offers to vote. If so registered he
shall be entitled to vote the ballot of
the party with which he is registered
and" no other. In other precincts
qualified electors shall be allowed to
vote only the ballot of that with
which they declare their affiliation."

That is, one must have lived it) the
State one year, the county six mouths
and the precinct sixty days immedi-

ately prior to August and. This uu.
fortuuately excludes many good
citizens who moved to this county
from other counties, March 1st, and
all young men who are not twenty-on- e

years of age, but will be before

the November election, as the law

plainly requires one to be a legal vo-

ter on next Saturday to be entitled
to vote.

Iu the City of Mt. Sterling the
registration governs and a person
registered as a Democrat is not enti-

tled to aud ehpuW not receive a
likewise, a Republl-oa- tt

ia not entitled to and should not
reafive a Democratic ballot.

but after a careful reading of the en-

tire law, I have reached the conclu-
sion that it was the intention of the
Legislature to permit only, known
Republicans to participate in the se-

lection of the Republican nominees
and only known Democrats to par-

ticipate in the selection of the Deino- -

cratic nomfnees. This is certainly
fair and just to all, as a member of
one party should not be allowed to
assist in selecting the nominees of
the other. Were this not true, in a
county where one party has no oppo-

sition, by a, concerted action 011 the
part of an appreciable number of the
members of that party, the weakest
candidates of the opposing party
could be selected and the minority
party might thus be enabled tto suc-

ceed in November, so that if a known
Democrat asks for a Republican bal-

lot he should not receive it. Neither
should a known Republican receive a
a Democratic ballot.

The members of the County Board
of Election Commissioners havt- - been
congratulated on all sides for the ad-

mirable manner iu whicli they dis-

charged their duties, many openly
declaring no better list of officers
was ever selected in Montgomery
county. This, however, is but the
initial step. In order to demonstrate
that this confidence was not mis-

placed, a clean, legal aud orderly
primary must be held and the candi-
dates and voters generally can mate-

rially assist in accomplishing this
result.

I am sending, at my own expense,
a copy of the State Primary Law to
every offictr of election in the hope
that they will acquaint themselves
with its every provision, so that their
duties will be performed in accord-
ance with the law, their oaths of of-

fice and their obligations t o the
public.

It is my ambition to see a clean,
legal and orderly primary held, free
from corruption and irregularities of
every kind, No honest man wants a
nomination secured in any other
manner, and I appeal to every officer

' of election to lay aside his personal
preferences and to every candidate
and unpurchasable voter to assist the
officers iu their efforts to conduct a
primary in which only voters en-

titled to vote shall be allowed to do
so and every vote shall be counted as
cast. Let the nominees be selected
by the people'and not as a result of
chicanery, corruption and fraud.
