BEST WAYS TO CON-
TROL HOG LICE

Lice on hogs can be controlled
various ways, but complete eradica-
tion is best secured by the use of
dipping vats, experiments conduoted
by the United States Department of
Agriculture show,

Medicated hog wallows and rab-
bing posts, the experiments showed,
kept the number of parasites redue-
ed so that they caused little or no
damage, but neither of these me-
thods destroyed all the lice. Crude
petroleum was used on the rubbing
posts and the wallows were medicat-
ed with coal-tar ereoscote dips, pmne
tar, crude petrolemm and bland oils.
| Crude petroleum and coal-tar ereo-
sote dips proved more effective
when applied from an ordinary
sprinkling can than when wused ia
wallows or on rubbing posts.
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
