The church was gorgeously but elegantly
decorated with rare flowers and plants
Just in front of the altar and suspended
from the ceiling were two floral ornaments
representing two pipea of peace around the
columns that support the arch over the pul-

pit

were gracefully twined vines between
these columns were suspended hanging
baskets filled with beautiful plants nnd in
the center of the pulpit arose a magnificent
pyramid of foliage plants surmounted with
a massive silver stand filled with elegant
cut flowers The house was darkened from
