Tn accordance with the order of the Adju-

tant CIcner.il issued last week, the McCreaiy
ami Nuckols Guards lelt this JVity Monday
morning, in company with a company of the
Louisville Legion and a section of artillery
ftom that city, who came up the eeninj; he-for- e

and spent the night here, for the pin pose
of aUling in guarding Neah and Ciaft, the
Ashland murdeiers. to CatlctUhurg. At the
time the militia left it was rumored in tin
city that a large numher of men in Ashland,
Catlettsbuig and Tronton, Ohio, hail handed
themselves together and sworn thai the mm-derci- s

should never leave 15od county alive,
and great appieliension was felt here let our
hoys would have trouble after a change of
venue w.is granted, and they should attempt
to remove the prisoners, and the papers weu;
anxiously searched each day for news from
Catlettsburg. Until Wednesday afternoon no

infoi mntion of an alarming nature was receiv-

ed, and it looked as though the trouble was
all imaginary ; but about 4 o'clock in the
afternoon of that day a dispatch was received
from Mr. Chailie O. Reynolds from Hanging
Rock, Ohio, anuounring that there had been
aiight at Ashland, but the boys. were all safe.
The news spread rapidly anil created great

Laigc crowds gathered on the
street coineis and about the telegraph office,

and everything in the shape of news was
eagerly caught at, but nothing of a satisfying
nature could be gotten hold of until the offi-

cial leport of Maj. J. R. Allen was issued as a

supplement to the Yeoman Thursday morning
at 9:30 o'clock. It then became known that
the boys had reached Lexington and would be
at home on the afternoon train, and ai range-incut- s

weie made to give them a sort of in-

formal reception.
When the train arrived a large crowd

gathered and escorted the two companies to
the State House Yatd, where an address of
welcome was delivered on behalf of the citi-

zens by Hon. Ira Julian, which was responded
to by Col. J. Stoddard Johnston on behalf of
the soldieis, and then the boys were dismissed
and allowed to go to their homes.

They were hoon surrounded by friends and
eagerly questioned as to the events of the
day fbefoie, and each conoborated fully all
the statements of Major Allen made in his
official report. One young man told lis that
eveiy one on board the boat would be willing
to swear to the truthfulness of that document.
It seems Major Allen was notified Wednesday
morning that a mob had gathered at Ashland
and were seaiching every west bound train for
the prisoners, and determined to re. turn with
his command by river. While making arrange-
ments to leave, a train filled with aimed men
arrived from Ashland and demanded i.f him
the surrender of Xeal and Craft, which de-

mand he promptly refused to acceed to, and it
looked as though a collission between the
mob and troops was bound to follow ; but
just at this lime the Steamer Granite State ar-

rived, and the soldiers and prisoners weie
taken on board, the McCreary Guards cover-
ing the retreat down the river bank. As the
boat left the mob informed the soldiers that
they hail 2,000 men and two pieces of artillery
at Ashland and would catch them theie.
They then returned to their tiaiu and began a
race with the boat to Ashland. At a point a
mile or two below Catlettsburg, wheie the
lailroad runs close to the river, the nun on the
ti.iin opened lire on the militia, the shot strik-
ing the water all aiound the boat, but not a
shot was filed in return. This doubt'es led
the mob tj believe theie was no fight in the
soldiers, so they pushed on to Ashland, took
possession of the ferryboat, and as many as
could get aboard did so, pushed out into the
river, hailed the Gianite State and attempted
to stop her ; but as their commands to stop
the boat were not heeded, they fired a num-
ber of shots at the soldieis, slightly wounding
several of them, when Major Allen gave the
command lo liie, and it was obeyed with a
will, und the ferryboat was soon too badly
disabled to follow them further.

The McCreary and Nuckols Gunids weie
stationed on the hurrican deck of the steamer,
and at them the principal fire nf the mob was
directed, but both companies bore thenuelves
like true soldieis, especially the Nuckols
Guaids, who had to fire ov.r the McUieaiys,
while the latter weie lying down behind a
temporary bieast-woik- . Dr. Alvin Duval!,
Assistant Surgeon, received a bullet in his
coat; Sergeant Harry Giaham, of the

McCrearys, had a bullet pass through his hel-

met ; Coipdral Duncan Holmes, of the Nuek-ols- ,

was glared under the left eye by a buckshot,
and 1'iivale Louis Scott, of the same com-

pany, had the end of the -- ceond finger of lii

left hand shot off, and lcceived a scalp wound

from a buckshot.
The mob weie aimed with shotguns and

pistols, and filed not enly fiom the ferryboat,
but the bank, many of the soldiers saying

that they distinctly saw the tl?sh of guns all

along the levee at Ashland, from the river to

the head of the grade. All the boys wc talked
with say their liie was dueoied against thc
men on the fun') boat, and not once did they
fire towards the crowd on the bank. The
soldieis were also fued at by a few on the
Ohio side of the river, and it is their belief
that many of tho wounded on shoie were

shot by the mob. The statement by a cone- -

spondcit from Ashland that there were only

twenty-fi- ve intoxicated wild boys on the

feiryboal it. lather thin, as everyone wno was
in the light say.s the boat was full of men

closely ci ow iled together.
After leaving Ashland there was no further

tiouble. The boat reached Maysvillc in lime

for the troops to take the tiain for Lexington,
where they ai rived about ten o'clock Thursday
morning.

It is to be legretted that so many valuable
lives'were lo-- t at Ashland on account of sueh

as Neal and Craft, but those v ho

are mosi leady lo condemn thc militia for

tlieii course would have acted as they did
under the ciicunistances, and perhaps worst.
And had they suriendmed the prisoners to

the mob these same fault finders could not

have cursed them enough.
