Had it not been
for the precious life and herculean 'la-
bers of Thomas Paine the happy peo-
ple in this great republic which was
flrst  conceived In his mighty
brain might all be as wretched as our
fellow men in unhappy Spain, where
thirty million of our brothers are still
cursed by the pitiless blight of Bourbon-
{sm and the awful mildew of the in-
quisition—-had it not been for the un-
conquerable love of Thomas Paine for

To the writer of this the idea of ever-
lasting personal existence is the most
appalling one ever offered to the human
mind for acceptance; yet without an
fota of proof to support it, it is accepted
as a fact. But we should remewmber
that nothing in the coustitution of the
universe guarantees humanity against
disappointment and illusion. The Bible
says, “Blessed are the dead, for they
rest from their labors, and their works
‘do follow them.”
