TRIP TO ROME

The time is rapidly approaching for
tho convening of tho International
Freethought Congress which meets
In Home Italy In September The Na
tional Liberal Party with the Blado
for Its organ Inaugurated a move
ment for tho Liberals of tho United
States to bo represented at tho Con
gress and Dr J B Wilson of Cincin
nati Ohio one of the ablest Liberals
on either side of the Atlantic was
unanimously selected as the represen
tative of Freethought in America

The plan to raise the funds for thlIextensive trip and Important
was that Dr Wilson was to write a
book giving the proceedings of tho
Congress and his impressions of
status of Freethought as exhibited at
this Congress It was hoped that at
the low price of 1 enough copies of
the book would be subscribed for to
publish the work and defray the ex-

penses of the trip As the time for
the Congress Is so near it is evident
that the subscriptions for the book
will not be sufficient to carry out the
original plan

Tile last published account of the
treasurer Of the fund shows that 590
books have been subscribed for with
only 29790 paid in In other words
59C copies of Dr Wilsons book have
been subscribed for and 297 have been
paid for and Mr Morris Sachs the
treasurer has the latter amount on de
posit In the Central Trust and Safe
Deposit Company of Cincinnati Ohio

It will bo readily seen that the pub
lication of a book In connection
with this proposed trip with the funds
on hand or likely to be sent is an
utter impossibility

If lCOO copies of tho book at 100
per copy had been subscribed for the
expenses of the trip could have been
defrayed and Rationalistic literature
would have been enriched by one of
the most valuable works of our time
as no man in the Liberal ranks Is so
well fitted foul this gigantic task as
Dr Wilson He is one of the clearest
thinkers and Strongest writers of his
day and so teen an observer that
nothing at thl neat Ooneress of Ha

ing and fearless championship of Ra
