As to soil for raspberries different va-
rieties demand different soil 1n order
to do their best,  The red and white
kinds require a deep, rich moist soil and
one that is rather compact.

The biack rasp-
berry will do well in either light or
heavy soil, but they will do best oun soil
that is light.
