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LIGHT REFLECTED BY FIREFLIES

Its Exast Source and Power the Sub ¬

ject of Recent Investigations
Prof Muraoka of Tokio has given

further details concerning his interest-
ing

investigation of the luminous ra-

diations

emitted by fireflies It has
long been believed by many workers on

light and especially on phosphorescent
light that in the glow worm and the
firefly nature has indicated the true
solution of the problem of producing

the light of fireflies to the fluorescent
