NMajority Says That ¥Me Should Be
Expelied at Once—Minority Fa-
+ wors liis Being Sworm in
and Then Onsted.

Washington, Jan. 21.—The reporis
©° the special committee oi invesii-
gation in the case of Brigham II. Nob-
erts, of Utah, were presented to the
house Saturday. It said:

“The committee is unaniwous in iis
belief that Mr. Roberts ough® not to
remain a member of the house of rep-
resén'.ati\es. A majority are of the
opinion that he ought not te be par-
mitted to become a member; that the
house has the right to exclade him. 2
minority are of the cpiniou that the
proper course of procedure i= to per-
mitthim to be sworn in and taea exnel
him by a two-thirds vote nuuder the
constitutional provision providiaz for
expulsion.

“Your vommittee desires (o assert
with thé utmost positiveriess at this
Ppoinit that not only is the proposition
of expulsion as applied to this case
without a precedent, but that exciu-
sion is entirely in accord with prin-
ciple, authority and legislative exaet-
metit which the house of representa-
tives has ever taken.

“For convenience we presen‘ here-
'W‘ltﬁ before proceeding to extended
arg'nment in support of th: commit-
tee's resolution the following sam-
mary.

“Upon the facts stated, the major-
ity of the committee assert that the
claimant ought not to be permitted
to t¢ a seat in the house of repre-
sentatives, and that the seat to which
bhe was elected ought to be declared
wvacant.

“The minority, on the other hand,
assert that he ought to be sworn in
§n order that if happily two-thirds
wote therefore he may be expelled.

“Three distinet grounds of disquali-
fication are asserted against Roberts:

“First—By reason of his viclation
of the Edmunds law.

“Second—HBy reason of his notori-
ous amd defiant violation 'of the laws
of Yhe land, of the decisions of the
supreme court and of the preclama-
tions of the holding him-
self above the law and not amenable
to it.

“No government could possibly ex-
jst Th the face of such practices. He
is in open war against the laws and
jnstitutions of the country, whose
congress he seeks to enter. Such an
jdea is intélérable. It is upon the
principle asserted on this ground that
all cases of exclusion have been based.

“Three—His election as representa-
tive is an; eblun and offensive viola-
of erstanding by which

§ n is made to the re-
sal to admit Roberts that the eon-
stitution exelndes the idea that any
objection can be made to his coming
in if he is 25 years of age. has been
seven years @ citizem of the Duited
States, and was an inhabitant of Utah
when elec¢tedl, no matter how odious
or treascuable or criminal may have
been his life and practices. To this
we reply:

“Virst—That the langvrage of ‘the
constitutional provision, the history
of its framing in the constitutional
conveniion, and context clearly
show that it can not be construed to
prevent disgualification for erime.

“Second—That the overwhelming
authority of text book writers on the
constitution #8to the effect that such
disqualifization may be imposed by
the honse, avd no commentator on
the constitution specifically denies it.

“The courts of several of the states,
in Teonstruing -analegous -provisions
bave, with practica! unanimity, de-
clared agrinst such marrow construc-
tion of snch goustitutional provisions.

“Yourth—The house of representa-
tives has never denied that it had the
rigkt to ex<lude a member-elect even
when he had the three constitutional
provisions. |

“Fifth—In many instances it has
distinetly asserted its right so to do
in cases of difloyalty and crime.

“Sixth—It passed, in 1862, the tes?
oath act. which iraposed a real and
substantial disqualification. for .mem-
bership in . congress, disgualifying
hundreds of thousands of American
e#izens. This law vémdined irn force
for 20 years, and thousands of mem-
bers of congress were compelled tc
t1ake the oath if required.

“Seventh-=The house, in 1869, adopt-
ed a general mie of order, providing
that no person should. be sworn in as
a member arainst whom the cbieciion
was-made that he was not-entitled to
take the test oath, and if upon in-
westigation such fact appeared, he was
to be permanently debarred from en-
trance.

“Eighih—The interesting proposi-
tion is made that the claimant be
swern in and then turned out. Upon
the theory that the purpose is to-pes
mapently part company with Mr. Rob-

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It Was First Felt Along the Pacific |}

Coast, and Traveled Acress the
Country Eastward.

Colina, Mex., Jan. 22.—An earth-
quake shock begun here at a quarter
before midnight Fr
:erious proportions at Tenimata, many |
fiouses being hadly Tnjured and some
of light construction wrecked. There
was great consternation and people
rushed into the streets, some barely
escaping with their lives. Seven peo-
ple were killed outright and 60 were
wounded and are being cared for by
the loeal surgeons.

It was reported that the voleano
aad "burst into ermptiomn but it mow
appears that the plienomenon was
ronfifted to subterranean. manifesta-
tions. Toecal scientific men  believe
that the earthquake traveled from un-
der the Pacific ocean and that when
news reaches here from the coast
there will be interesting details.

The govermor of this state has ap-
pointed 4 commission te inspect the
churthes and public edifices, while
otwnefrs of houses injured in the earth-
quake ‘will be compelied to put them
in condition of security. Quiet has re-
turned.

Guadalajara, Mex,; Jan., 22.—A4t mid-
night Friday an earthquake shock
eracked the arches and staircase of
the state palace and porticos of the
university:ancd the Degzaltado theater,
the latter one of the most massive
struetures nere. The church of San |
Francisco and San Jose were dam-
aged. The government has closed Sa-
grario chureh, fearing the dome will
fall in. Carmen barracks was badly
jamaged and news frem Zapotlan
and Sarula state that several houses
were demolished. The shock was
felt severely at San Blas, on the Pa-
cific. and mnoises underground were
heard resembling the hoarse rumbling
of a heavy sea dashing on shore. Me-
teorologist Conteras predicts a repe-
tition of the shocks.

DANISH WEST INDIES.

The State Department Will Not Re-

sume Negotiations for Their

Acquisition at Present.

Washington, Jan. 21.—The depart-
ment of state will not take up, at
present, the suggestion that negotia-
tions be resumed with Denmark for
the acquisition of the Danish West
Indies. Talk about negotiations is
said to be premature, warranted only
vy the fact that certain business men
ir New York regard as iesirable that
Denmark be again approached on the
subject.

No opportunity will be afforded to

landsiin "Denmark’s hands, as no. for-
eign power would undertake 10 secure
fhem without the approval of  the
United States. It is known that the
islands are a burden to Denmark, but
it is also felt that congress would not
jast yet sanction the purchase of
them.

By the Heavy Fire of the B-.-
lish Batteries—Lord Roberts
Advancing.

London, Jan. 22.—The war office.re=-_|
ceived three different dispatches from
Gen. Buller, all dated at Spedrman’s
campsy The first one was sent at 6:55
a. m.jqand said: Lo

“In-order to relieve the gressure on
Gen. Warren and to’ aseertain the
stren&th of the enemy in the position
in front of Potgieters drift, Gen. Lyt-
tleto made a reconnaisance in foree
vesterday. This kept the enemy in
their trenches in full foree all day.
Our -easualties—3d battalion Kings
Royal Rifles, two killed, 12 wounded,
two missing.”

The second dispatch was dated at
10 a. m., and was as follows:

“The following were wounded in the
actiom near Venterr Spruit yesterday:

“Officers—Staff, Col. B. Hamilton
and Maj. C. MeGregor; Second Lan-
cashire Fusileers, Capt. R. ‘B.
Blunt. and Second Lieuts. M. G.
Crofton and E. J. M. Barrett; First
Border Rifles, Capt. C. D. Vaughan
and Second Lieut. Murier; First York
and Lansachires, Second Lieut. Keir-
rey; Second Dublin Fusileers, Capt. C.
A. Hensley (since dead), and Maj. F.
English: Second Gordons, Secend
Lieut; P. D.; Stewart, and 279" non-
commissioned officers and men.”

The third and last one was sent at
9 p. m., and said:

“Gen. Warren has been engaged all
day, cliefly on his left, which he has
swung forward about a couple of
miles. The ground is very difficult,
and as the fighting is all the time up-
hill, it is difficult to say exactly how

‘much we have gained, but I think we

are making substantial progress.”

Durban ,Jan. 22.—The Natal Adevr-
tiser has the following from Spear-
man's Camp, dated Saturday:

“Gen. Warren's column attacked a
lengthy Boer positign on the northern
ridge of Spion, A heavy bombard-
ment by a field battery, preceded the
advance. The Boers eventually replied
with two guns, several machine guns
and rifles. The British responded sim-
ilarly, and long range firing became
general, lasting until dark.

“Gen. Hildyard drew the Boers from
a splendid position simultaneously by
a demonstration on their frontal posi-
tion, drawing a ieeble fire from their
Nordenfeldt's and rifles. The British
naval guns and howitzers shelled the
trenches with excellent effect, and
many Boers were observed bolting.
The British artillery completely si-
lenced the Boer fire, and at night fall
the British infantry occupied an'ex-
cellent advanced position.”

London, Jan. 22.—A third supple-
mentary list of the British easualties
in the attack upon Ladysmith on Jan-
uary 6, was pubished by the war of-
fice. It shows 28 non-comunissioned
officers and men killed and five seri-
ously wounded. This brings the to-
tal of casualties in that engagement
to 4S8,

Lourenzo Marques, Jan. 22.—A dis-
patch from Gaberones, undated, says:
“Col. Plumer %as worked down this
far toward Mafeking with three ar-
mored trains and a relieving foree.
The bridge is being rebuilt, so that
he may proceed.

London, Jan. 22.—The war office has
received the following from Lord
Roberts, dated Cape Town, January
21: " *“Gen. French reports a demon-
stration with cavalry 2nd twg guns
toward Hebron on Friday, but that
otherwise h*s situation is unchanged.”

Spearman’ ‘Camp, Jan. 22.-—Gen.
Warren’s engagement continues. He
has forced the enemy from three po-
sitions. The Lancashire and Irish bri-
gades are advancing steadily. The fire
is very severe occasionally.

Cape Town, Jan. 20.—The American
hospital ship Maine, from the West
India doeks, London, December 23,
has arrived here.

The speakers inecluded |
members of both branches of con-
gress and on the stage were other
public. men’ who came merely to add
their moral support. The keynete of
the speeches was that the Boers were
fighting for their independence as our
forefathers had done in "1776. The
gathering assembled under the au-
spices of the United Irish societies.
and a number of leading Germans of
the city joined in the movement.

Congressman Sulzer presided and
after his speech introduced Senatoy
Mason, of Illinois, who delivered the
principal speech. Other spéakers were
Congressman Bailey, of Texas; Sena-
tor Allen, of Nebraska; Congressmen
Clark, of Missouri; De Armond, eof
Missouri; Cochran, of Missouri; Rhea,
of Kentucky; Lentz, of Ohio, and Mr.
Van Sicklen, of New York.

A number of letters and telegrams
were received, including one from
Senator Hale, of Maine, expressing re-
gret at inability to be present and en-
tire sympathy with the movement.

necessary . for the people at large tc
express their will through public as-
semblages and sericus warnings;

“Therefore, The citizens of the
American capitol, in mass meeting as-
sembed. have

tesolved. That the people of the
Orange Free State and the South Af-
ricien Republie, and of right ought
to be free and independent, and their
civilization is recognized to be equal
in morality to that of any oth-
er people, the false witness of
the Dritish press to the con-
trary notwithstanding. Therefore
the precipitation upon them of
savage foes in alliance with trained
soldiery threatens the repetition of
the horrors of Wyoming, For%s Dear-
bhorn and other places, bitterly remem-
bered by the American people as ruth-
less instances of British perfidy and
dishonor. The attention of the pres-
ident of the United States is respect-
fully directed to this feature which is
notorious matter of common repute
thoughout the world.

“Resolved., That thizs meeting in
eoncert with the American people
throughout the land sends its sympa-
thy and good will and heartfelt en
couragement to the Boers and reminds
them that as we triumphed against
the same foe, so may they.

“Resolved, That we beseechand stren-
uously urge the president of the Unit-
ed States to exercise the prerogative
vestéed in him by the peace conven:
tion lately arranged by the powers
of the civilized world. We beg him
to offer his good offices as a mediator
between the Boers and the British
for {he deliverance of these unfortun:
ate Englishmen and their families.
