GIGANTIC STRIKE ON.

All the Machinists in the Entire
Country Will Be Called Out
Within a Short Time.

Chicago, March 19.—After the com
ference between representatives of
the International Association of Ma-
chinists and the administrative coun-
cil of the National Metal Trades as-
sociation ended, President James
O’Connell, of the union, declared that
strikes .would be called immediately
in all parts of the United States and
Canada. Such strikes would involve
100,000 men and ecause to be shut
down for an indefinite period plants
baving an aggregate capital of mill-
ions of dollars,

Chicago labor troubles are respon-
sible for the disagreement which is
expected to precipitate the general
machinists’ strike. Were it not for
the fact that leaders of the machin-
ists’ union refused to call off the
strikes that now exist in Chicago, Co-
lumbus, 0., and Paterson, N. J., the
manufacturers and the leaders, it is
believed, would have come to an am-
icable agreement and arbitration
