In these days when the arms of the
armies of the world are changing and
the small jacketed bullet is taking the

An Apron Embroidered by Mary
Queen of Scots liar Recently

Interesting is the story told in La
dies Home Journal of the bringing to
light of an apron embroiflered by Marj
Queen of Scots while in jail awaiting
execution A Mr Meyers an American
costumer who was in London on busi-
ness had an opportunity to buy a lot
of ancient embroidered garments
Among those which he purchased was
a dress known to have belonged to
Mary Queen of Scots IB ripping this

French knots which produce infinitesi-
mal disks of silk These disks lie side
by side and very close together There
are hundreds of them to the square
inch all evenly laid with the colors
exquisitely blended Around the edge
of each petal forming a line around
every part of is a fine tracery-
of white either a stitch of marvelous
ingenuity or a microscopic cord
couched on The blossoms are chiefly
marigolds jessamines roses and morn
ingglories They are arranged with
their leaves to form a running border
design flowing yet disconnected
