missing this I wont miss It Ill go

She was alone but for her Catholic
prayer book She lives on the top floor
of the frame house at 315 Sixteenth
street Brooklyn Pinned oji the faded
mantle which she wore was an old tin-
type of Lincoln and about it an an
cient miniature flag

Ive worn It ever since Mr Lincoln
was assassinated she said That pin
isa veterans pin You Ima vet

The old woman smiled wanly Her
hair Is white and her face lined with
wrinkles She Is bent with years Her
face Is one of mingled gentleness and
strength The nose Is Roman and its
contour shows great strength The chin
is flrm and full of determination and
the eye although now dim with years
flamed with a wondrous lire when she

When you are In a fight you dont
know you are dghtlng You lose sense
of that You see terrible things and
they dont move you Its just as
though your sense of feeling had sud
denly gone dead Around you the guns
roar and you see men fall their heads
off a limb gone or shattered to pieces
by a shell You wade In blood and
you dont feel it After flush
of It Is over you lose sight of every
thing almost

Many of the New York soldiers I
helped In the war There were the
Sixtyninth the Irish boys und Corco
rans brigade They passed us at Har
risons Landing and I made coffee for
some of the wounded of the Sixty
ninth And I burled some of the Twen
tyfirst New York boys at Piedmont

Once when I came home on a fur-
lough I took back with me to Martins
burg Va 21 recruits for our regiment-
I had enlistment stripes on my arm
then and they came along willingly
and politely enough those recruits I
was always sorry for the young re-

cruits and helped them for I felt like-
a veteran after awhile

Some raw young fellows of the
Twentyfirst got into trouble and were
tied up with their arms above their
heads The poor fellows I knew were
fresh and I pitied them I took a big
carving knife and set them free The
officers raised a big row and all the
cavalry gathered about me ready for a
fight If they Insisted on doing anything
about It

Ah that was a real war Im proud
of what I did and theres nothing I
love better than the old soldiers I
wept the other day when I read that
General Fltz John Porter was dead
He was a grand man for all they used
to say of him I wanted to gut over to
Jersey to his funeral but I could not
do so I am too old and too rheumatic-
to get about much

Yes Its lonely here now and I have-
a hard time getting on for I
work I made my own living for 15
years but last four years my
health line seemed to fail and I am not

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SPRINKLING WAGONS

The Qkei a Biff ImyroT Ht
on Style

The modern sprinkling wagon is very
different from the old timer The chief
Improvement Is in the spray head
which enables the driver to control the
flow of water much better than the old
style Thus whether it is a dirt or a
macadam road or a stone paved or

street there can be supplied
from the modern street sprinkler just
the amount of water required to lay
the dust in it without waste

The spray head oq each side has its
own valve rod running to the drivers
seat with a step there for the foot
The driver can operate both heads at
once or he can run only one bead He
can shut off one or open either one at
pleasure With this sort of wagon the
expert driver leaves behind him dry
crosswalks with perfectly defined lim-
its and when he comes to a carriage or
a street car upon which be doesnt
want to throw water he shuts off the
flow on that side and keeps the other
going Sprinkling wagons are made in
