Russia. France maintains the greatest
number of soldlers for every 1,000 in-
habltants -at an annual expense per
capita of 1725 francs. France has
about 16 spldiers to every 1,000 of pop-
ulation. Germany comes next with
10.5, Austria 7.92, Russia 7.04 and Italy
6.063. Germany's army is the most ex-
pensive to maintain, the cost of one
soldier for one year being 1,043 francs,
or about $17.30 a month, Including re-
muneration, food, clothing and equip-
ment. Russia’s soldiers cost only 807
francs each year, about $13.45 monthly.

It is interesting to compare these fig-
ures with the strength and cost of the
American army, which is on a basis of
only one soldier for every 1,000 of pop-
ulation. Exclusive of maintenance and
equipment the American soldier costs
monthly from $13 to$18.
