Russian Ships Were Sunk and
Disabled.

ft Is Thought Great Events Are Im-
pending and the Next Few Days
Will Have Great Bearing
on the War.

London, June 27.—The Central
News has received the following dis-
patch from its Tokio correspondent,
dated June 26: i

“A detailed account of the naval bat-
tle at Port Arthur has just been pub-
lished here.

“The Russian battleships Peresvief,
Poltava and Sevastopol and the cruis-

ers Bayan, Askold and Novik attempt- l
ed to emerge from the harbor at dawn
on June 23, led by steamers used for |
clearing the mines. -At 11 a. m. the
battleships Czarevitch, Revizan and
Pobieda joined the others. All thol
ships then advanced endeavoring to
dispose of the mines laid by the Jap- |
anese but they were hindered by two‘
Japanese torpedo - boat destroyers | *
which had been guarding the mouth of
the harbor.

“At 3 p. m. the Japanese torpedo
boats exchanged shots with seven Rus-
sian destroyers which were covering
the clearing operations. One of the
Russian destroyers was set on fire and |
retired inside the harbor. Subsequent-
ly the Japanese decoyed the Russians
out to sea and awaited an opportunity
to begin a general action, but between
8 and 9 p. m. the Russian ships made
for the harbor. The Japanese torpedo
boat destroyers and torpedo boats
chased tae Russians and at 9:30 deliv-
ered the first attack in consequence of
which thé enemy was thrown into dis-
order. During the night eight sepa-
rate attacks were deliveredy lasting
until dawn of Friday.

In one of these. assaults the Chira-'
taka twice torpedced a battleship of
the Peresviet type and sank her. A'
battleship of the Sevastopol type and
a cruicer of the Diama type were dxs-i
abled and towed away. Tae Rucsm'x.
vessels re entered the harbor dnrmg‘
Friday.

While  the special dispatches fo the |
morning newspapers add nothing m:
the details contained in the press’ in-|
formation comcerning the Port Arthur~
engagement and the situation on the
Liao Tung peninsula the editorials by
‘war experts devote much space to the
situation.

The general view is that the Rus-
sians at Port Arthur lost their oppor-
tunity through their timidity and that
Togo has again asserted his rights to
be considered one of the world’s greaz
admirals.

It is conceded on every hand that,
while the details are not yet fully
known.-when beth sides tell the whole
‘story, the calamity to Russia will only
be incréased. It is pointed out, how-
ever, that Port Arthur is open and
that the Viadivostok fleet may make
another diversion, in which case the
remnants cof the Port Arthur gsquadron
may at any time make a foriorn.hope
dash for a juncture. The editorials,
special dispatches and articles by war
‘experts join in expressing the belief
that great events are impending ¥nd
‘that the next few days may have great
:bearing on.-the final result of the war.

Liao Yang, June 27.—Reports of
fighting between the advance guard
regiments are continually coming in.
‘The battles .are indeeisive, but they
show that  the Japanesé aré moving
forward regularly on each front. This
is corroborated by official dispatches.

Those drowned were Mrs. Kate
Clarke, of Brooklyn, wife of Peter
Clarke, the owner of the yacht, her
two daughters, Lizzie, aged 10, and
Louise, aged 4; her two-year-old niece,
Magie Clarke, and Lizzie Iason, 16
vears old. The bodies of Mrs. Clarke |
and that of Mamie Clarke have been
recovered.

Chicago, June 27.—Threatened with
starvation and with her husband hope-
lessly insane in the asylum at Kanka-
kee, Mrs. Anna Kelsdzick gave up the
strugge for existence, killed her three
small children and then ended her own
life. Illuminating gas was the means
of destruction she adopted and when
the bodies were found early Sunday
all four had been dead several hours.

The family lived in three small |
rooms at 965 North Robey street, and '
Sunday a constable was to eject the |
mother and her babies from the prem-
ises for the non-payment of rent. It
was after Mrs. Kelsdzick had been
served with a summons to appear in
court that she decided to end the lives |
of herself and little ones. The three '
children, Bruno, Herman and Walter,

were found in bed locked in each oth-
er’'s arms. The mother’s lifeless body
was found lying on the kitehen floor
while gas was escaping from a jet in
the room.

That the woman made every prepa-
ration to do away with herself and
children was evident. She drst wrote
and sealed a letter addressed to a rela-
tive in Germany. Then she bathed
herself and donned clean linen. Each
child had also been given a bath, clean
night gowns placed upon them and
the little ones sent to the sleep from
which they would never awaken.

Several months ago Kelsdzick was
out of work at the time he became in-
sane from brooding over his troubles,
and was sent to the asylum. Since
that time the mother, who was in poor
health, has had a hard struggle for
existence.. Last week she became so
ill that she was unable to work any
more and had spent her last dollar for
food for herself and the children Sat-
urday . afternoon. With ejectment
from her home staring her in the face
Sunday morning and with no money
in her possession to procure another,
Mrs. Kelsdzick took the lives of her
babhies and her own to end her trou-
bles.
