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NOVIK VANQUISHED.

Russian Cruiser Badly Damaged
by the Japs.

Details of the Assault on Port Arthur
Indicate That a Tremendous Con-
flict is Raging, With Victory
Hanging in the Balance.

Che Foo, Aug. 19.—A battle of huge
proportions raged around Port Arthur
August 14 and 15 and was resumed
August 16. The Japanese, it is report-
ed, sacrificed 20,000 more men, but
maintained important advantages of
position. The above news was brought

[ here on junks, one -of which, having

on board three Russians concealed in
:the baggage of Chinese to escape
from the Japanese, left Port Arthur
Wednesday night and was blown rap-
idly to Che Foo by a gale. The main
force of @ the. attack was directed
against the left wing and resulfed in
the capture of Pigeon bay positions
and some of the forts at Liao Tieshan.
At Palun Chang, the Japanese hastily
mounted guns which did excellent
service in aiding the storming of the
right wing, where the Japanese are
said to have captured two forts of
minor value, mounting eight 4-inch
guns, two siege guns and six quick-
firing guns.

St. Petersburg, Aug. 20.—Acute anx-

| iety prevails regarding the situation

at Port Arthur on account of the des-
perate character of the fighting as re-
ported taking place, though the war
office does not seem to believe that
danger of the fall of the fortress is so
imminent as is generally asserted. Ae-
cording to reports received by the war
office, there is still an ample supply
of ammunition and provisions there.
While it is realized that the Japanese
probably outnumber the defenders six
or seven fold, the great strength of
the fortifications, it is believed, will
do much to make up for the disparity
in numbers.

Upon one peint there is absolute
unanimity here—namely, that if the
foriress falls the fleet will not fall
into the hands of the Japanese. On
this point the admiralty’s instructions
are of the most imperative character.
Vice Adm. Prince Oukiomsky has been
ordered, should the worst come, to
sally forth for a death struggle and
there is no question here that these
instructions will be carried out both
in letter and in spirit, but if for any
reason a final sortie proves to be im-
possible the admiral is to destroy his
ships and to make certain that their
wreckage is absolutely irreparable.

Tokio, Aug. 22.—After a severe en-
gagement with the protected cruisers
Chitose and Tsuhima, the greyhounds
of the Japanese navy, the fleet Rus-
sian cruiser Novik has been vanquish-
ed. The fight occurred Sunday. After
it the Novik, in a sinking condition,
was run ashore in Korsakovsk harbor,
on the Island of Sakhalien.

The details of Sunday’s fight are
not known here, but it is evident that
the Chitose and Tsuhima caught up
with the ‘Novik Saturday and that a
running fight ensued. The contest
was resumed and terminated early
Sunday morning. Capt. Sukeichiro
Takashi, who is in command of the
Chitose, reported the engagement in a
brief telegram which reached the navy
department here Sunday afternoon.
He says he first attacked the Russian
cruiser Saturday afternoon and that
on Sunday morning he inflicted heavy
damage upon her. The Novik nearly
sank, but she was beached at Korsa-
kovsk. :

Korsakovsk is a port on the south-
ern coast of Sakhalien off the coast of
Siberia and about 550 miles northeast
of Viadivostok.

A shell from the Novik struck the
Tsuhima in a bunker. Temporary re-
pairs, however, rendered the Japanese
cruiser seaworthy.

Che Foo, Aug. 22.—The Japanesse
have swept the Russians from Pigeon
bay and captured the most northern
fort of the western line of inner de-
fenses at Port Arthur.

KEEPINGC ORDER.

United States War Vesse! Prevents An
Attack on a Russian Cruiser.

Shanghai, Aug. 22.—Shanghai was
thrown into a fever of excitement Sun-
day afternoon by the arrival of a Jap-
anese torpedo boat which was sight-
ed coming in from the south at half-
past 4 o’clock. She passed Woosung
at full speed and started up the river
Ju for Shanghai. The United States
torpedo boat destroyer Chauncey slip-
ped her cable and followed the Jap-
anese destroyer. The Japanese boat
was cleared for action. She anchored
off the Cosmopolitan dock where the
Russian cruiser Askold is undergoing
repairs.. The Chauncey came to an-
chor between the dock and the Japan
ese destroyer. A foreign pilot ship
reports having seen a Japanese bat-
tleship and two cruisers cruising 60
miles outside of Woosung.

There are at present no Chinese
men-of-war in this port, but the taotai
has telegraphed that a Chinese cruis-
er be sent immediately. The Russian
consul gegeral here flatly refuses to
disarm: the Askold and the Russian
torpeda boat destroyer Grozovoi or to
order them to leave the harbor.

The taotai has notified American
Consul Goednow, who is dean of the
consular body, that China can not pro-
tect the foreign settlements. He con-
tends that Russia ignores the orders
jssued by China and that China has
not the means of making her obey'
them.

Consul Goodnow has called a meet-
ing of the consular body to take joint |
action for the protection of foreign
inhabitants.

Che Foo, Aug. 22.—With the excep-
tion of Chinese vessels, the United
States cruiser Cincinnati and the Unit-
ed States gunboat Frolic are the only
warships at present in this port. They
are ready to send men on shore at a
moment’s notice should occasion re-
quire it. The fear of trouble, how-
ever, is remote. The foreign consuls
and others in authority were inter-
viewed Sunday by a correspondent on
the matter of serious trouble and all
united in saying that nothing has oc-
curred so far to give reason to expect

trouble. The situation is absolutely
quiet.
London, Aug. 22.— The London

morning newspapers Monday show a
disposition to reserve their opinion
on the Shanghai incidents. The Stand-
ard, in an editorial however, says:

“The spirited and energetic action
of the American authorities must
move our admiration, not = unmixed
with envy. - The British public would
be glad to know where our powerful
China squadron is at' this moment and
what it is doing and why the lead in
defending Chinese neutrality should
be surrendered tamely to the Ameri-
cans. The foreign office might well
take example from the Washington
state department.” -

Firmly believing that no com-
promise will be reached in this dis-
trict, and that a general strike will
occur on September 1, President Smith
will ask for a weekly allowance of §25,-
000 for the distrct during the progress
of a strike. There are 8,000 union
miners in the district, and they be-
lieve they can take 4,000 non-union
men out with them. If this is true,
the allowance means that each family
will receive about two dollars per
week.

SWEPT BY A STURM

Fifteen Persons Killed in the
Vicinity of St. Paul

Property to the Value of $3,000,000 De-
stroyed—The Wind For a Time
Blew at the Rate of Ninety
Miles an Hour.

St. Paul, Minn., Aug. 22.—Death to
15 persons and destruction to property
both private and public estimated in
round numbers at $3,000,000, rode on
a screeching gale which tore down the
valley of the Mississippi at 9.0’clock
Saturday night, at a point somewhere
near the confluence of the Minnesota
and the Mississippi rivers near Fort
Snelling. At about that point the fury
of the elements seemingly divided and
with a roar descended on the Twin
Cities and their environs.

St. Paul suffered to the extent of
about $1,000,000; Minneapolis’ damage
is estimated at $1,500,000, while in the
outside districts it is feared that $500,-
000 will not cover the damage done
to crops and farm property.

Beginning at a point below Fort
Snelling there is the first known evi-
dence that the storm struck with dam-
aging effect. It came from the south-
west and howling in its fury uprooted
trees and demolished buildings in its
pathway towards St. Paul. It tore
off two spans of the High bridge com-
pletely. There the bridge connected
with the high bluffs at West St. Paul
and it is 180 feet above the river.
This mass of steel was carried to the
flats below where flying steel girders
and heavy planks fell on several small
frame houses of the flat dwellers and
crushed them. None of the occupants
of the houses were hurt, they having
heard the oncoming and taking refuge
In the caves in the hillsides. g

Located at the bridge entrance, on
opposite sides of Wabasha street, are
the Tivoli concert hall and Empire
theater, both of which were fairly
crowded with men watching the per-
formance. The full force of the tor-
nado struck them. The buildings be-
gan to sway and rock and the audi-
ence became panic-stricken. Men and
boys rushed over each other for the
exits.  The lights went out and the
sheet lightning flashed a scene of pan-
demonium which was intensified by
the crash of glass and the tearing of
timbers as the frame structure gave
away before the tornado.

Sections of the roof were blown
through the air and landed east in
Third street, a block distant.

Underneath the debris of the Tivoli
were found, when the storm had pass-
ed, the mangled bodies of lLorain F.
Hokenson, one of the employes in the
concert hall, and Géorge Kweton, one
of the audience.

On the storm rushed to the north-
east over the wholesale district, and
every building facing the south from
Wabasha street for blocks east on
Third street had scarcely a whole
pane of glass in any window while
many on the opposite side were also
broken.

Tin roofs on several buildings were
rolled in bundles and deposited in the
street. Flying plate glass mixed with
the rain battered everything which
stood before it and horses and car-
riages were swept along the streets
which in an incredibly sixort space of
time were filled with water.

Wires were torn down and part of
the city was in darkness. The high
buildings reaching skyward and sev-
eral of the smaller ones on East Third
street were shaken to their founda-
tions. The fine large plate glass win-
dows were blown in and several sky-
lights were blown out.

In the path of the wind stood the
long freight warehouse of the Chicago,
Milwaukee afid St. Paul railway and
& section of this building about 400
feet long was cut out of the middle
end, the small section of the end about
50 feet standing at the extreme east
side.

In Minneapolis the wind blew at the
rate of 90 miles an hour. Three storms
from north, west and east gathered
and broke over-that city.. Hundreds
of buildings were badly damaged, all
the great wire systems were paralyzed

uprooted. The street car service was
tied up until noon Sunday, trolley
wires being down in all parts of the
city as the result of falling trees.

TORNADO IN MICHIGAN.

Four People Were Killed and Much
Property Destroyed.

Glencoe, Mich., Aug. 22.—A tornado
struck the townships of Rich Valley
and Bergen Saturday night about 6
o’clock, killing four persons and de-
stroying thousands of acres of grain
and many barns, houses and sheds.

The storm extended over many
counties. The greatest damage in this
section was a washout of ten miles
and a mile wide. The wind storm was
followed by hail and a drenching rain
lasting an hour or more. Corn was
completely stripped and beaten into
the ground. Hundreds of grain stacks
were scattered broadcast.

STORM IN ST. LOUIS.

Two Persons Were Killed and Adout
Fifty Injured. .

St. Louis, Aug. 20.—A terrific thun-
der storm broke over St. Louis early
Friday night and rain fell in torrents,
accompanied by heavy wind. The
weather bureau reported that .67 of an
inch of rain fell within ten minutes
and the velocity of the wind was 52
miles an hour. s

A concert was in progress in Festi-
val hall at the exposition during the
heavy thunder storm Friday night,
when suddenly there was a flash of
lightning and immediately all the
lights went out. A panic was only
prevented by a woman’s voice taking
up the strains of “America.” the oth-
ers joining in. Other familiar songs
followed and  the audience left the
building singing but without excite-
ment.

In the Chinese village on the Pike
360 Chinamen, just arrived, were be-
ing watched over by immigration offi-
cers temporarily when the storm
struck. The Celestials became panic-
stricken and the officers were forced
to draw revolvers to subdue the ex-
citement. Lightning struck near by
and one Chinaman was severely shock-
ed, while another jumped from the
roof of the building and broke his
arm. The band stand in the Plaza of
St. Louis was struck by lightning and
was burned before the rain extinguish-
ed the flames.

A tornado of small proportions but
of extreme fury swept down upon the
residence portion of North St. Louis
Friday, resulting in the death of one
person, injury to probably 50 and dam-
age to property estimated at $100,000.

Telegraph poles for a distance_of
five blocks on Broadway were mowed
down one after another as weeds be-
fore a scythe. Roofs were blown from
houses. Trolley and feed wires and
smaller wires were blown down. Trees
were uprooted.

The air was filled with flying tim-
bers and splinters and with debris
and dust. The people were stricken
with terror.. As many as had time
sought shelter in cellars.

The storm passed almost as quickly
as it came, leaving the people dazed
from the suddenness of the attack of
the elements. The residence of A. Al-
brecht, at 23d and Palm streets, “was
unroofed, but it is reported no one
was injured there.

A Broadway trolley car containing
11 passengers was suddenly buried
under six telegraph poles which crash-
ed into the top and wrecked the car.
The passengers had a remarkable es-
cape from injury and only the motor-
man received slight bruises.

Probably the heaviest loss suffered
by a single concern was the destrue-
tion accomplished at the Niedringhaus
rolling mill. The plant covers two
squares in extent. The big smoke-
stack was blown down and half the
plant was demolished, entailing esti-
mated damage of $25,000. Six em-
ployes were injured in this plant and
one Kkilled.

Joe, a boy whose full name has not
been ascertained, died at the city hos-
pital Friday night from injuries re-
ceived in a newspaper delivery wagon
which was overturned by the storm.
His skul was fractured.

Venice, Ill., Aug. 20.—The tornado
that swept across the river from North
St. Louis late Friday killed one person
here, injured 10 and caused considera-
ble damage to property. The tornado
was of short duration, but was remark-
ably destruetive in force.

Trees were blown down and a num-
ber of houses were unroofed.
