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Womens School Suffrage Bill
School suffrage for women will be

in a bill which will be in
troduced in the Legislature nowlin ses
sion by Senator Claude M Thomas of
Paris and the Hon Eugene Graves of
Paducah

The bill is included in the code of
the State Educational Commission and
will be backed by the Kentucky JFeda
ratiun of Womens Clubs bill
reads as follows

An act qualifying and enabling
women to vote for the election of
school trustees and other school officers
chosen by the people except such
officers as women may be
from voting for by the Constitution
and tupon school measuresor questions
submitted to a vote of the people and
to hold common schooljofiices except

such offices ats women are disqualified
from holding by the Constitution

Section That all women
sing the legal qualifications required
of male voters in any
election and who in addition are able
to read and write shall be qualified
and entitled to vote at all ejection of
