1911 This law provides for the re
porting and recording of all births and
death and the collection of morbidity
statistics It is a department of the
State Board of Health and is one far
reaching in its importance to thefwel
fare and livesof the people of Ken

has placed herself in the
front rank of states doing most for
the preservation of health and in the
establishment of a Bureau of Vital
Statistics she is the first of the entire
South to take this long neglected step

Ohio Massachusetts Indiana Pen
nsylvania Wisconsin Maryland Mis
souri California and nine other states
have in successful operation such a

for the permanent maintain
ance of records of births and for a
more successful fignt against the rava
ges of disease by means of the certifi
cates of deaths returned to the State
Office

The State Registrar Dr W L
Heizer who will inaugurate and man
age the Bureau of Vital Statistics has
just returned from an extended visit
in Ohio Michigan Pennsylvania and
Washington L C where he stuuied
the operation of the law in those
States which are declared by Dr Cres

L Wilbtr chief statistican of the
federal Government to be the best in
op ration in United States

Kentuckys Bureau will be a combi
nation of the best features of these
states with some suggestions of the
Census Department added

Under this law before a body is
buried the undertaker must procure a
burial or removal permit which shall
be issued only by the local Registrar
who will be placed at convenient lo
calities This p rmit can be only when
a certirctte of death has been filled
out by tne physician and in the event
the person has died of an infectious or
communicable disease

diptheria scarlet fever erysipe
las before R burial permit is issued
the body must be so prepared for buri
al that there is no danger of a spread
of the disease in the community This
not only safeguards the public but by
means of these reports of deaths com
ing in from all over the State

tabulated and classified the State
Board of Health is able to learn the in
fected districts and spots that need
cleaning up Through its sanitary in
spectors and engineer the cause of
such prevalence of disease is learned
and proper regulations enforced as
will stop the needless slaughter of the
citizen3 of the Commonwealth-

The entire force of the Bureau and
State Board of Health is engaged in
appointing suitable men at distances
of a few miles over the State These
are the Local Registrars who not only
will report births and deaths but ar
rangements are being perfected so
that they will report the cases of in

dangerous diseases that
occur in their districts and which do
not nceessarily die When this system
is in operation will be on an
equal footing for procuring these vital
fact as the state of Pennsylvania
which spends the sum of 3000000
each year for health work
