by order of Coroner Foertmeyer.

The death Of Miss Jameson came as
a severe shock to the members of her
family and friends in this city. She
was the daughter of Dr. and Mrs. J.
W. Jpmeson and was aged 23 years.
Ur. Jameson upon receiving the news
of her death went to Cincinnati to ac- -

, where they will be buried.
Upon being informed of the death

Coroner Pnertmevflv went to the
iaDartments and made an investigation.
A small package of white powder re-

sembling cyanide of potassium was
found in the room. The theory of sui-
cide is offset by the fact that her sis-'t- er

wah in the room until five minutes
before her death. She had asked for
an apple and was eating it while her
sihter was preparing to retire. Miss
Penelope Jameson left the room and
was gone about five minutes and re-

turning found her lister dead.
The coroner's investigation failed to

reveal sufficient cause for the death
and portions of the stomach were re-

moved and will be submitted to a
chemist for analysis. The powder I

touiid in the room will also he ana-
lyzed. " -

ftjiss Jameson left Paris about two
months ago. She was a great sufferer
from headaches and had made fre-
quent trips to eminent specialists
with the hope of gaining relief but
without result. About a vear ago she
made a trip to Seattle, Wash., where
she was under the care of a distin-
guished specialistybut who failed to
give relief.

Last December Miss Jameson went
to Cincinnatiwhere she underwent an
operation, and was thought to be on
the road to recovery although the
physician did not expect relief for her
ailment immediately. She was still
under the care of the physician, who
had been called only the day before
Her family had expected her to return
home next week.

At times, it is said, ,when she suf-
fered intensely from the headaches,
she seemed very despondent and would
frequently say she wished "she were
dead.

Following the investigation con-

ducted by the coroner, the body was
turned ever to Dr. J. W. Jameson, and
after being prepared for burial was
brought to this city Wednesday night
on the late train.

This is the third violent death to oc-

cur in the Jameson family. Dr. Kirtr
ley Jameson, wt'O was one of the most
popular young men living in this city
w.hileAin a despondent mood, following
the death of his wife committed sui-
cide by shooting himself and a daugh-
ter, Miss Kate Jameson, was tound
dead in bed at the home of her parents
on Pleasant street. The sad afflic-
tions have befallen the family in the
past few years.

liesides her parents, Miss Jameson
is survived by hvp sisters Mirs. June
Clarke, ot Seattle, Wash. : Mrs. Palm-
er Graham, ofjTerre Haute, Jnd. ; Mrs.
Charles ularke. of Louisville; Mrs.
Walter Hedges, of Paris, and Miss,
Neppie Jameson, of Cincinnati

Councilman Throws Cold Water
on Gas Proposition.

Cold water, for the present at least,
was thrown on the natural gas propo-
sition at the meeting'ofthe City Coun-
cil last night through i he efforts of
Councilman Frank Walker, who discov-
ering a technical error, took occasion
to oppose the sale of the franchise,
and as a result the matter will go over
to a future meeting.

This was the only matter of impor-
tance coming up before the board.and
Col. Tom Stuart, of Winchester, waa
present to look after the interests of
the Central Kentucky Natural Gas
Company, of which he is a representa-
tive.

The sale of the franchise was op-
posed by Mr. Walker after it had been
discovered upon the reading of the
minutes that the ordinance for the sale
of the franchise had not been passed
by thp Board, the orrFy action taken
by that body beinal; the last meeting
when the City Attorney, Mayor and
Light Committee were instructed to
confer in regard to the proposed
changes in regard to rates, etc." The
ordinance was uublished by order of
tfie Mayor, against whom Mr. Walker
took issue, and presenting the legal
side of the question finally succeeded
in having the order set aside.

Atthe close of a heated discussion
the ordinance was again read, and
passed, with an additional clause pro-
viding that purchaser not be allowed
to tear up the cilv's streets for the
purpose of laying maina until the pipe
lines were within two miles of the
city limits. To this clause Col. Stuart
ohjected upon the ground that no "fu-
rther evidence ot good faith other than
that specified in the franchisecould be
shown, and unless the franchise offered
without the addition was passed it
would not be acceptable. As a reare-sentati- ve

of the company he said he
would consider the doors of Paris
locked up on the proposition.
