' YEGGMEN VISIT HUTCHISON

Tired, apparently, of confining
their activities to the city of Paris,
bold yeggmen paid a visit at an
early hour Friday morning to the
general , store of M. R. Jacoby, at
Hutchison, this county. .

The burglars effected an entrance
by breaking a pane of glass in a
window in the rear of the store and
forcing the latch of the window.
They demolished the cash register
and took its contents, about $5.00
in change, left for the opening of
the day's business. After securing
this they "soaped" the big safe with
nitro-glyceri- ne and "dope," but were
unable to force an entrance as the
charge did not explode. It was
presumed the burglars became alarm-
ed at the long delay in the expected
explosion, and left without taking
the trouble to undo their work.

Hearing a noise in the store- - a
colored man and his wife went there
and as they appeared on the scene
they were held up at the point of
a revolver in the hands of a masked
man, while two others were working
on the safe. They were compelled
to remain until the men took their
departure. They then gave the
alarm. About four o'clock that
morning four men in an automobile
were seen leaving the vicinity, go-
ing in the direction of Paris.

The Classification Tax Measure
Enacted By the 1922 Legislature

PROVISION AND PURPOSE

In view of the many published statements in regard to the classifi-

cation tax law recently enacted by the Kentucky Legislature deem it
advisable to make a brief explanation of its provisions and the effect such

Favoritism In The Present Law
The law now in force, which was enacted in 1917, grants exemptions

or favors to certain classes of tax payers. Those especially favored are
the manufacturers, who are not required to pay taxes on the machinery
and stocks in storage, for the support of the county and municipal gov-
ernments. The county and city tax is the bulk of the public tax. The
county and city to require more money than does the State. Therefore,
manufacturing concerns are exempt under the present law from the hulk
of the public tax. Other properties exempted underer the present law
are bonds, notes, credits all intangible properties. These properties, I April 10, and Satur- -
including manufacturing plants, pay nothing to the support of county
and city governments, including local schools, bond issues and improve-
ments.

The fact that so much property is now exenipt from taxation and
bulk of the local tax is being paid by real estate, we felt that the

burden was not being properly distributed real estate bearing an unjust
proportion of the public taxes. . There is no precedent for this law in
other States, and my contention for this correction was supported hy
economists of the present day, who urge that all property should
taxed by the government which affords it protection. N

intangible personal property for county municipal purposes shall not
exceed the sum of 15 cents for the purposes of each.
