It has seemed to us that the word
“catch,” as applied to clover seed germination,
is unfortunate, because misleadinz, since it
justifies the impression that a good deal rests
upon chance. Tt may be observed that if the
seed is good, and properly sown, there is no
chance about the “cateh” if the soil isina
roper condition to insure it. 1f the soil is too
ry, it may germinate, but the young plants
may dry up and die for want of moisture. If
the soil is too poor, they may germinate all the
same but starve to death. It may be safely
acted upon that if the soil is mellow and rich,
clover sown either in full or spring will prove
u “good cateh,” the same as any other seeds,
and that when it fails, the cause, except it may
be excessively dry weather, is within the con-
trol of the farmer.
