A MILLIONAIRE'S WILL.

The Bequests of the Late James B
Brown, of Kiltanning.

Oon Saturday the will of the late
James E. Brown, of Kittanning, was
wade public.  The amount of property
involved will reach $2,500,000. The
will was made in 1871, and owing to
the death of Mrs. Jane B. Finley, to
| whom the bulk of the property was
devised, and the birth of James E.
Brown, Jr., that part of the will has
been rendered null and void. The fol-
lowing is the will:

1 set apart and give fifteen per cent,
of my personal estate remaining after
paywent of the above gifts, all debts
aad charges against it and dower in
my personal e-tate and excluding the
residue of my goods and chattels, but
including working interests in oil wells,
and direct the said fifteen per cent. tv
be paid and distributed as follows: One
thousand dollars thereof to be invested
in United States bonds at interest, and
with their interest to be used in giving
twenty-five dollars thereof to-each wife
in Kittanning who shall hereafter be-
come a widow, having one or more
children, in straitened circumstances,
payable immediately after the death of
ber busband. This gift to be made to
and also inelade those who shall bere.
after beeome wives. Aunotber one thou-
sand dollars thereof to be paid to the ses-
sions of the First Presbyierian church
of Kittanning, to be by it invested
in a United States bonds, and the inter-
est thereof appropriated annually to the
use of the Subbath school of said chureb.
OF the residue of the said 15 per cent.
there shall be paid to the following
boards of the General Assembly of the
Presbyterian Church of the United
States of America (of which Church I
am a member,) as follows: To the
Trustees of the Board of Domestic Mis-
sions of the Presbyterian Church of the
United States, 20 per cent. thereof; to
the Trustees of the Board of Education
of the Presbyterian Churck of the Uni-
ted States of Ameriea, 10 per cent.
thereof; to the Board of Foreign Mis-
sions of the Presbyterian Church in
the United States of Aweriea, 20 per
cent. thereof; to the Trustees of the
Presbyterian Board of Publication, 5
per cent. thereof; to the Trustees of
the chureh erecting fund of the General
Assembly of the Presbyterian Church
ot the United States of America, 10
per cent, thereof; to the trustees of
ihe General Assembly of the Presby-
terian Chureh of the United States of
Awmerica, in trust for the uze of the
fund for disabled ministers and their
amilies,  per ceat, thereof, and for
the General Assembly Committee on
Freedmen, 5 per ceut. thereof; to the
Preshyterian Bible Society, 20 per ceat.
thereof; to the American and Foreign
Christian Uuion, formed in New York
i 1549, to be applied to charitable
uses and purposes of said society and
under its directions, 5 per cent. there-
of Ile gives several smal sums, from
5100 1o $500, to various nephews and
neces, and to his sister, Mrs. Rue.
Kelly, $400 anuuity. All the remainder,
ceal, personal and mixed, goes to his
laughter, Mrs. Jane B, Fiuley, and his
ivund-duughter, Elvena Finley, share
wndl share alike, for their sole and sepa-
rate use; and which shall not be con-
trolled encambered or changed by, or
iable, or subject in any way to debts,
contracts or engagements of the pres-
ent or futare husbands of my said
ceand-dnughter.
