3. Naphtha—a beavy fluid, useful
to dissolve gutta-percha, india-rubber,
ete.

4. An oil excellent for lubricating

wmhlltum, which is a black, sol-
id substance, used in making varnish-
es.

6. Paraffine, a white crystalline sub-
stance, resembling white wax, which
can be made into beautifal wax candles ;
it melts at a temperature of 110 de-
