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LIABILITY OF TOWNSHIPS.
There are numerous instances

throughcut the county of public roads
running close to the edges of some em-
banknent or declivity without being
properly enclosed by fence or even with-
out any barrier at all on the side of the
road nearest the decliv'ty.
points common prudence r« q1iires extra

ution in order to ensure the safe-
ty of travellirs, and it would be well
to call the attention of townships
throagh which such roads run to their
liability for accidents that mav occnr
from the uusafe condition of said high-
and without any negligence on the
part of the driver. A recent decision |
of the Supreme Court of this State |
fixes the liabilities on townships. The |
facts an the case decided were as .
follows: On July 5th, 1872, the
plaintiff was driving in a bugey along
the public road in Seott township,
Allegheny* county, when his horse |
shied from some unknown cause, and
ran off the road down the hi'ls'de, taking
the buggy and its occupants along and
permanently injuring the driver. The
road at the piace where the accident
occarred runs along the side of a hill
and is bounded on one side by a fence
enclosing a cultivated field; on the
other side where the accident occurred,
is a precipitous desceat of about 40
feet ; and it was admitted there wasno
fence or barrier of any kind along the
edge of this side of theroad. The road
had been opened as a public road under
an order of court of 1836, andat thetime
of the accident was otherwise in
good condition. Itdid notappear that
it had ever been fenced at this point,
and there wa evidence that no accident
had ever before bappened there. The
jury rendered a verdict in favor of the
plaintiff for $7000, and judgment was
entered against Scott township, subject
however, to a point reserved as to the
liability of the townsbip. Oa this
point, inferalio, the case was taken to
the Sapreme Court, which decided that
if a public road, running tkrough a
township, is so dangerous by reason
of its proximity to a precipice that
eommon prudence requires extra pre-
caution in order to secure safety to
travellers, the township is bound to
use such precaution, and the omission
to do so is negligence. Townships, as
well as other municipa'iti-s—a: a city
or borough—are bound to erect walis
or barriers along the sides of its roads,
if that is necessary to the safety of
travellers, The judgment of the court
below was affirmed. -

In another case the Sapreme court
also . that where the piaintiff
wa driving over an unrai ed township
bridge, and the horse took fright at a
plank nailed over a hole in the bridge,
and before he could be prevented,
backed over the bridge into the creek,
by which the horse, carriage and har-
ness were injured, judgmrent was
rope,rly entered upon a verdict for $83
n favor of the plaintiff and against the
township. who should bave kept the
bridge in a safe condition.

Supervisors and townships should
take heed and put their roads and
bridges in a condition so as ensure
the safety of travelers and save dam-

Mirrors are frequently spoiled by
being hung where the sun will shine
upon them. It does seem to be gen-
erally understood that the amalgam of
tinfoil with mercury, which is spread
on glass plates to make mirrors, is
readily crystalized by solar rays causing
a granulated appearance in the looking
glass, Neither should mirrors be hung
near & stove or fire, nor too near a gas
get, as the heat will often bring about
the same injarious crystalization.

On the night of the 234 of January,
1881, a freight engine on the Philadel-
phia and Reading road was seut out
from Palo Alto, Pa., to bring in a
train or loaded coal cars from a siding.
An hour later the engine was found a
mile beyond the siding with all the
crew—engineer, conductor, and two
brakemen—aead and terribly multila-
ted. The boiler bad exploded, tearing
the engine to pieces and killing all the
men. As the explosion occurred in a
very lonely place and all the men were
killed, no details are known.— Railway
Gazetle.

Messrs. Robert F. Dobson, of Dar-
ington, Wis., and Isaac Dobson of
Lincolo, Neb., have invented a pro-
cess ;or tanning hides which is claimed
to involve comparatively little labor,

_time, and expense, and which injures

the fiber of the leather less than pro-
cesses heretofore employed, and by
which the leather produced is made
stronger and more durable than that
heretofore produced. They place the
hides for ten days, or thereabout, in a
bath of strong brine and . tanning ex-
tract, and then subject the hides to the
fumes of sulphur in an air-tight com-
partment for from twelve to twenty-
four hours or more.
