That representing, as
this Synod does, the Presbyterian in-
terest of this Commonwealth, we cau-
not hesitate to express our deep disap-
pointment that the Legislature should
disregard the earnest sppeals of 300,-
000 petitioners that there should be
extended to the legal voters of our
State an opportunity to decide at the
baliot box whether there shall not be
an amendment to our State Constitu-
tion prohibiting the manufacture and
sale of alcohol as a beverage.

That the Synod cor-
dially endorse the action of our Gen-
eral Assembly in the appointment of a
permanent committee for the conserva-
tion of these great interests in our
Church at large, and would commend
the claims and necessities of said com-
mittee to our churches for liberal con-
tributions and offerings with which to
prosecute the pressing work entrusted
to it.
