The act of 1576 gives Constables
the right to arrest tramps, and Justices of
the Peace the right to commit themn to work

~An act passed in the closing days or the
late session of the Legislature declares that
it shall be unlawful for any person to know-
ingly and willfully keep any peach, sl
mond, apricot or neetarine tree infected with
the contagious disease known as the yellows,
or to sell or ship to others any of the fruit
thereof; and the tree so infected wshall be
subjected to destruction as a public nuisance.
It provides that the supervisor of any town
wherg thepe is pgood reason to believe that
the discase eniﬁu'kl,al] foptiyyith appoint
three frecholders, who shall impediately ex-
amine the suspeeted tree or frait, and if they
shall fiud it diseased, order the owner to de-
stroy it within ten days. If he does not
obey he jis hzble to a fine or imprisonment,
or both, zs it b the Commissi "4
duty to effect the destruction at the cost of
the town, which is given a right of action
against the delinquent to recover the amount
of it apd the Commissioners’ fees,
